All the guests had assembled, but the 
cook refused to sej-ve the dinner and 
M De. Valdrome. after vainly expostu­
lating with. him. ordered him out of 
the houkc. As M. De Valdrome was 
returning to his guests the cook fol­
lowed him, «and drawing a revolver, 
shot the diplomat agent twice, one 
bullet lodging In his back and the other 
In the neck. M. De Valdrome stagger­
ed Into the salon and fell dying Into 
the arms of a high official. The 
murderer was arrested.

OTTAWA, Jan. 23.>— Sir Rodolphe 

Forget is here, and there have been 
conferences with members of t'he 
government, In which Mr. Lesperance 
participated, but the indications are 
that the latter will introduce his bill 
to repeal the Laurier Naval Service 
Act of 1910 on Monday next, and 
will move its second reading on 
Thursday, when public bills and 
orders have precedence.

This afternoon, when the orders 
of the day were called, Mr. Lesper­
ance rose to a question of privilege. 
He read front The Montreal Gazette 
and Ottawa Citizen to prove that the 
government papers were charging 
'him with ulterior motives.

“They say I am negotiating with 
the Liberals, and that I aflt Introduc­
ing this bill • in order to embarrass 
the postmaster-general. I have had 
no negotiations with the opposition,, 
and I have no desire to embarrass 
the government. The motives which 
prompt me to introduce this bill are 
honorable, and they will be disclosed 
in tbe house when I move the second 
reading of the bill.”

Side-Tracking Likely.
It is reported today that.Mr. Les­

perance would find it difficult to move 
the second reading, and that govern­
ment members would take all the 
time Thursday debating bills which 
stand ahead of his on the order pa­
per, and that the same policy may 
be pursued a week from Thursday, 
after Which public bills Introduced 
by private members are not likely 
to be reached.

It seems unlikely, however, that 
the government would countenance 
such palpable obstruction, because by 
discharging his bill rrom the order 
paper and moving a resolution upon 
the motion to go Into supply, the 
member for Montmagny could force 
a debate and also a vote.

The government is more likely 
upon the second reading to mqve the 
adjournment of the debate, and thus 
prevent a direct vote upon the merits 
of the bill.

OTTAWA, Jan. 28.—(Special.)—The 
debate upon tbe address today was re­
sumed by Mr. Nesbitt, the Liberal mem­
ber for North Oxford, and continued 
by E. N. Lewis, the Conservative mem­
ber from West Huron, who urged the 
government to equip properly the port 
of Goderich as a port of refuge; Mr. 
Sinclair, the Liberal member for Guys- 
boro, N.8., and Solicitor - General 
Meighen.

Mr. Nesbitt made a strong plea for 
the removal of the duties upon wheat 
and flour Imported from the United 
States. The farmers of Ontario, he 
said, had no objection to free wheat, 
and the farmers of western Canada 
were unanimous in tnelr demand for it. 
He attributed the fivetion of the gov­
ernment to the influence of the rail­
way companies. Mr. Meighen said in 
reply that he was not at liberty to dis­
cuss the tariff policy of the govern­
ment, which would be announced in 
due time by the minister of finance in 
his budget speech.
