No ! the charges againft me, are all

of one kind, that I have puihed the principles

of general juftice and benevolence too far i further

r'lan a cautious policy would warrant j and further

than the opinions of many would go along with me.

—In every accident which may happen through

life, in pain, in forrow, in depreflion, and diftrefs—

I will call to mind this accufation j and be com-

forted.

Gentlemen, I fubmit the whole to your judg-

ment. Mr. Mayor, I thank you for the trouble

you have taken on this occafion. In your ftate

of health, it is particularly obliging. If this

company ihould think it advifeable for me to

withdraw, I (hall refpedfuUy retire ; if you think

otherwife, I fhall go diredtly to the Council-houfe

and to the Change, and without a moment's de-

lay, begin my canvafs.
