Duncan, Hart and Poynty were
8soon on the scene, but all efforts to
resuscitate Weller were in vain. The
gas in the scwer had been strong
enough to asphyxiate him,” -

It appears that the two men wore
laying a branch sewer and had cut a
hole in the trunk to make a connection,
The gas which immediately issued overs
rowered Weller and he fell thru the
hole before his comrade could get as-
sistance.

The hody was taker to the morgue,
and an inquest will likely be held.

The dogs, too,
were fat, and they had lived ‘well dur-
ing the last part of the journey, as
shown by the fact that they would
hardly touch the seal meat which was
lving In large quantities about the
base of the camp. i

dulged in on the journey, nor was
there any shaving, but as the beard
has to be kept short to prevent ice
forming from one's breath, a beard
cutting machine which we had taken
along proved invaluable. -

‘“Another article taken was a tooth
extractor, and this also proved valu-
