THE DAY’S EVENTS REVIEWED

The Berlin workmen who are out
on strike have served an ultimatum
on the German Government. They
demand, among other political reforms,
the signing of beace on the terms of
no annexations and no indemnities,
the sending of delegates from the
workmen of all belligerent countries
10 the peace conference, and the abo-
lition of military control and disci-
pline in German workshops. It is also
said that they have set up a council
of workmen on the Russian model,
These are followers of the independent
Socialist party, and they manifest
Bolshevik tendencies.

The burning of the grain warehouses
of Vienna. and the burning down of
the largest flour mill in Kajser-Ebers-
dorf, a Vienna suburb, mark the lat-
est success in the campaign of sabo-
tage in the central empires, Ger-
many and Austria began this business
by burning and blowing up American
munition plants and by placing bombs
n allied ships. Now the tables are

rned. Germany and Austria in turn

e suffering from the destruction not
only of munition plants, but of food
Plants. The vehicle employed for this
burpose appears to be the international
anarchists, with their headquarters at
Geneva- and Berne, and their agents in
every port. At first these worked on
the side of Germany; latterly these
appear to be playing their own hand
and working against Germany. The
ascendancy of men of their cult at
Petrograd may be fostering in them
the ambition of universal empire, Cona
tributions of millions of dollars to their
funds -by subjects of the allies, like
the gift of William B. Thompson of
New York to Trotzky, for propaganda
in the central empires, are furnishing
them with the sinews of class war-
fare. b

The
most of the German workmen who are
out on strike in important munition
factories appear to have stopped work
because they have not enough food.

In the mountain wall of northern
Italy the Italians, on the repulse of
German and Austrian counter-assaults,
have continued, their operations and
rounded off their previous gains by
capiuring Monte di Val Bella. They
had carried the two peaks of Del Ros-
80 and Col Dechele on the first day of
the assauit and made in all 2600 pris-
oners and captured six cannon and
100 machine guns. The enemy adinits
the loss of tne three peale. These
stand on the descent towards the west-
ern edge of krenzela Valley, and their
possession considerably improves the
itallan positions in this region. The
arlies "have succeeded in thrusting
back the ernemy from a serious dan-
ger point to the plains.

Tho especial value of the country the
Italians are defending consists of its
industries. Italy has hardly any coal
deposits, and her workshops have to
depend on electrical power. So Italian
enterprise - hags harnessed the many
swift and torrential streams whicn
flow trom the Alps to the Adriatic.
and these provide electrical energy
for the war factorics. If the enemy
could gain possession of this indus-
trialized country he would rob Italy of
aer munition industry and make her
armies dependent on the workshops  of
Pritain and France for their suppor.
This would increase the strain on the
allies almost to the breaking point, and
it is to prevent this disaster that the
allies are supporting the Italians with
men and guns,

At Washington a shipping contrel
board has organized in order to mnke
the best economical use of allied and
neutral vessels in the transatlantic
{ransportation. Instead of sending a
flethora of freight to New York to
blockade docks and warehouses bhefors
shipment, the new board will divert
shipments to southern ports and will
thereby save a million tons of ship-
pring. This measure will release mora
ships ito carry American troops to
France. The amount of tonnage re-
quirel for American military pur-
poses may be guessed from the fact
that it takes about six tons cf shipping
for the transport of each soldier,

- WILL AID IN WAR

Jornal do Commercio lays stress on
the firm determinatior of Brazil to,
act, on the one hand, by means of avia-
tors'sent to England, and on the other,
by cruiser and destroyer squadrous.

Admiral Pedro Prosti has been ap-
pointed the commander of the Brazil-
ian fleet which will co-operate with
the allies in European waters.

For a long time it had been known
that the Brazilian fleet would assume
the responsibility of patroling the en-
tire coast line from the Guiana bor-
der to the southern boundary of Bra-
zil, but this is the first indication™that
the Brazilian fleet would co-operate
in European waters with the warships
of the allies. Brazil in her navy has
been considered equal in strength to
the combined power of Chile and Ar-
gentina, The pride of the Brazilian
navy is her two modern dreadnoughts
of 19,281 toms, the Minas Geraes and
Sao Paulo, both of which were built
in the United States. Both of the ves-
sels carry twelve 12-inch guns and
subsidiary batteries. In addition Bra-
zil has two coast defence ships, a
number of cruisers and gunboats, tor-
pedo boats, torpedo hoat destroyers,
submarines, mine layers, river moni-
tors and miscellaneous vessels belong-
ing to the navy.
