Britain’s active policy to maintain
supplies of food is proved by the
declaration of the British Wheat
Purchasing Commisalon.r setting a

- price of from $12.60 to $14.40 per
quarter for Canadian wheat, equdl
to from $L60 to $1.80 per bpushel.

The commission evidently intends to
establish competition between Aus-
tralian and American wheat. An
examination of the figures, however,
shows that Canadian wheat and flour
should hold around present prices.

The trade and commerce bulletin
reports the Australian prime minis-
ter's announcement on June 26 of the
sale of $150,000,000 worth of surplu
wheat to Britain. That sale wa
followed by a “transaction of one
million tons at $1.33 per bushel f.0.b.
Australian ports. Adding 35 to 40
cents per bushél for ocean freight
brings the Australian price close to
the level set for Canadian wheat.
But bakers must use flour from our
hard wheat for mixing with the
pcorer grades supplied by Australia
and Argentina. Britain' has an op-
tion for, an additional half million
tons from Australia in September.
These British government. contracts
would add fifty million bushels al-
together to the seventy millioa Bush-
els of howe grown wheat, 'eaving
one hundred ‘million ° bushel still
to be obtained in order to secure the
food supply of the British people.
The difference between the supply
and the demand must come from
the exportable surplus of the United
States and Canada. Th> high Cana-
dian grade .as an eSsential need of
bakers should hold Camadian prices
against the competition established
by the action of the British Wheat
Purchasing Commission.

thus closing the gap between the latter's
left wing and the present Rumanian po-
sitions, .

The newspapers, while giving much
prominence to the reported meeting at
Stockholm of General Judinich command-
ing the Russo-Esthonian army operating
against Petrogard ueneral Lianzow,
General Ekoropadski, former hetman of
the Ukraine, and other representatives of
the anti-Bolshevist movement. for the
