rifies.

Buildings Badly Battered.

House after house showed yawning
chasms produced by shells. The spirit
shops and cheap lodging houses occu-
pied by the student revolutionists were
the principal sufferers.- The barricades,
tho they could not be defended against
artillery, were well constructed of tele-
graph poles, fences, heavy doors, iron
court-yard gates, and signs all inter-
laced with wire, - A lumber-yard in the
vicinity furnished materia] for thirty
barricades. Red flags were still defiant-
ly floating over some of the barriers,
but out'the district the correspond-
ent saw neither “Drujinists’ nor sold~-
jers.

One of the most beautiful feats that 1
have ever seen performed by horses is tne
high diving by “King” and “Queen.’”” These
two beautiful animals were raised on
western American farm; they are both
snowy  white and perfectly .formed. King
has dark, lustrous eyes, while his mate has
light-blué ones; both have pinkish. muzzles,
and both are kept immaculately clea nand
carefully groomed, as such valuable ani-
mals ehould be. ;

1t is sald that they were kept in pastures
on the ogpolite side of 'a river, the bank
on the side on’'which King was kept being
high and overhanging the water. Both
animals had always shown a fondness for
the water, and one would often make tne
lunge into the river and“swim across to
oln: its mate, From watching this perform-
ance was concelved the idea of training
them . to exhibit in public, an idea which
was carried out with the greatest succéss.

A “knock-down’’ staging was constructed,
and is carried about with the horses and
used at every performance; it has an In-
cline of about 30 degrees, and the top is
about 30 feet above the water; about two
feet below the top platform Is a emall one,
on which the horses place their feet fust
before making the plunge; this is so that

with the least resistance, -

They require about 12 feet of water in
which to make their dive, They are most
often shown at places where there is a
natural body of water for the purpose; bat

‘T'he two horses are stationed at the point
where they are to leave the water, and one
of them, usually Queen first, is led to the
foot of the inecline. With a toss of her
head, she quickly runs to the top of the
staging. looks over to see if the course is
clear, then without hesitation drops  ner
fore feet to the smal] platform, and makes
the Jeap. They strike the water with their
fore feet extended and the head rown
back to the shoulders, so that the shock 1s
not unduly great. They are under water

rom three to six seconds: then, with a
shake of the head to clear the water from
the eyes  each makes for the spot where
the mate is standing. King is apparently
Brouder and more deliberate than Queen;

e goes up the incline slowly, and “panses
at the tor to look about at the 'crowd of
people below, often whinnying, apparently
to attract attentlon to blmselg e makes
the more graceful dive of the two, keeping
bis fore feet straight, while Queen has hers
doubled when in the alr. As soon as thev
come from the water theéy are rubbed dry,
covered with blankets; and led to ‘tue
stable, where they are carefuily groomed.

Occasionally we find someone who thinks
it is cruel to “‘make’” horses dive from such
a height; but the fact is that they do not
appear to dislike it at all, and they ccr-
tainly like to be In the water. H.w much
more fortunate are they than many gf their
kind that have to do tha hardest Sort of
work from morning until night, and often
upon scanty or insufficient rations!  These
horses have the best of care, the best of
food, and- plenty of"exercize, and apparent-
,Ig are in the best of healfh and humor.
