President A. E. Ames, in his address
at the annual meeting of the Board of
Trade yesterday afternoon, dealt with
many matters of importance to the
country, now uppermost in the public
mind. About 75 members were pre-
sent, but outside of Mr. Ames’ address
there was little business transacted.
The report of the treasurer was sub-
mitted and will be printed in the an-
nual report.

President Ames’ Addresa,

President Ames, in his annual ad-

dress, reviewed the work of the past
year, and stated the_ position of the
board on certain topics, and outlined
his own views on important matters.
Regret Expressed. :

At the outset he expressed his own
regret and that of the board at the!
great loss sustained, during last year, |
by the death of the late first vi(‘e-!
president—the first death of a memberi
of the Executive Committee since the
board's foundation. Mr. Massey would |
undoubtedly have been president of lne
board for this year, and it was the
unanimous opinion of ail those who|
were thrown in contact with him that‘
| he would have captained the boa_rd
during one or more years of extraordin-'
ary enterprise and usefulness. A_.s they
all knew, the board passed, during Lhe
yvear, a resolution expressing the high
respect in which his memory 18 heid. 1t
was fitting, also, to refer to the recent|
| death of Mr. Walter S. lee, an In-
fluential member of the board for m'a‘.ny‘
vears, and a most useful citizen. The|
board had, also, to deplore the lqss,1
by death, during 1901, of the fullowmg‘
members: A W-Aikins, B T Jennings, |

Anent the remuneration of 'the
Premier, Mr. Ames said: It may not
be out of place to emphasize here how

to their personal financial positions,
| during the time when the country can
well afford to employ their undivided
interest. I am sure that parliament
would carry practically the unanimous
support of the electors thruout the
country in making this fair arrange-
ment.

Bell Telephone Company.

He devoted conslderable time to
showing the attitude of -the board to-
ward the Bell Telephone Company, il-
luminating his remarks by tracing the
history of the company.

He said: The Bell Telephone- Com-
pany is in a busiffess which, having
regard to the wide territory in which
it operates, is unique in the natural-
ness with which every one associates
with it the idea of monopoly. But be-
cause of this very position it is neces-
sary that its patrons should be pro-
tected against the company's having
the power to take undue advantage of
it.

Continuing, he said: I take up so
much time with this telephone situa-
tion simply because of its impontance,
and because it seems desirable to place
the position of the board upon record.
This position, which it may not be too
much to hope will be unalterable, is
that the board will resist every appli-
cation to parliament of the Bell Tele-
phone Company for additional privile
eges, until, with or without its con-
sent, legislation is passed making op-
erative the intention of the clause that
‘“‘existing rates shall not be increased
without consent of the Governor-in-
Council.” It i8 no hardship to the
Bell Telephorse Company to have its|
rates controlled by the Governor-in- |
Council, but it would be a very great)|
hardship to the country if this natural
monopoly  were given by parliament
the right to increase its rates arbitrar-
ily. The company were much too suc-
cessful in Ottawa, in representing that
the whole opposition to their bill sprang
from the City of Toronto. It is, of
course, not a question affecting To-
ronto interests only, altho Toronto did
the bulk of the fighting in connection
with the last application. The suc-
cess of the resistance to the Bell Tele-
phone Company’s application in 1897
and in 1901 is now saving the users of
telephone instruments in Toronto, T am
satiefled, very little under $200,000 a
vear, and the other municipalities thru-

There is no
need to vaunt the loyalty of Canada
toward herseif and the other parts of
the British empire. That is so un-
questioned as to be simply a matter of
course, and is the loyalty of the part
of the body to the whole body. so
that, nowadays, no one in Fngland or
in Canada thinks of placing himself
In the foolish attitude against which
there is a Scriptural warning, viz.: that
the eye shall not say to the hand, “I
have no need of thee.” Thus I thoro-
lv believe that it is universally taken
for granted, practically, that the Brit-
ish empire as it now stands, stands so
forever. That being the case, it is for
the component parts of the empire to
consider fromea large point of view
what things make for the advancement
of the united interests. From this
standpoint it is not hard to realize that
not only must selfishness“be prohibited
ﬁ"nm enterixg into these considera-
tions, but that, also, prejudice, however
deep rooted, and precedent, where 1t
does not apply, must make place for
the application of those elementary
principles, which alone make for sta-
bility. The accompiished importance
of Canada, and the increasing matur-
ity of the new commonwealth of Aus-
tralia, in conjunction with the recent
union of arms of the, old and new na-
tions, have breught plainly to view
problems which have been lving dorm-
ant or have not pressed, as they now
press, for not (oo long delayed solution.

These probiems should be approached
only with open minds. When they are
80 approached 1 believe it will be re-
cognized that the positions occupied
by ganada and Australia in the em-
pire, while they have been reasonable
hitherto, are not positions in which
they can properly be allowed long to
remain, having regard not only to in-
herent justice, hut, also, to what will
be best not only for these countries,
but, also, .best, and in no smaller de-
gree, for Great Britain and Ireland
themselves. I should like to have the
gift of language to make this voint €0
clear that its sanity wiill be patent to
all, but I can cnly say that the idea
desired to be emphasized is the idea
that the British empire is not com-
posed, and shculd not be considered as
composed, of one great dominating
country with dependencies, but that
Canada and Australia are entitled to
a growing recognition as wvital parts
of the empire, and not as dependencies
—as being governors as well as gov-
erned. And eo 1 feel satisfled that
the public men of Great Britain and
of Canada and Australia, will show
the highest type of statesmanship it
they respomd to the inspiration of this
epoch, and plan a comprehensive sys-
tem of government which will admit of
the local internel concerns of each
country being administered within the
country, and of imperial concerns be-
ing administered by a body represent-
ing properly those portion of the em-
pire which right and capacity and com-
mon sense indicate should be repre-
sented. Provision for this comstitutes,
of course, a difficult task, but, equally
of course, the task ds not Impossible
of accomplishment.
