SChools in United States Practi-
cally Technical in Characler,
Says Visitor to Toronto.

President H. R. Richel of the Uni-
versity College of North Wales, one
of the Moseley Commisseion, addressed
the Public school teachers in the Guild
Hall yesterday. He sald that when
they were forming the secondary or
High schools of Britain they could not
form large schools, but had to bring
them to the village door and so built
small schools, and when taking up the
question of curriculum the Board of

Bducation thought it would be wise
't0 teach manual training. President
Richel said that he had never heard of
the subject prior to this time, and was
surprised to hear that there were
schools in the United States where the
subject was made compulsory.

On examining the system of Boston,
