Says Canada Is Not Run on the
“Open Door’” Plan.

His Views on the Philippines—A
Revenue Problem.

Washington, Nov. 29.—Mr. Dingley’s
view on the Philippines question imnay
be somewhat affected by Canadian tar-
iff lessons. In the course of &  talk
yesterday with a Washington Star
interviewer he said: “In the discussion
of the open door policy I notice that
many papers assume that it is the uani-
form policy of Great Britain in her re-
latiocns wvith her colonies. It should be
borne in mind, however, that there i8
a conspicuous excepticn to this in the
case of (Canada, her wost importan
colony, which admits  imporis d{rom
Great Britain at 25 per cent lesa duty
then they are admitted from the United
States and other countries. It is un-
dersicod ‘that this policy was adopted
by Canada, if not on the suggestion, at
least ‘with the approval, of Mr. Cham-
berlain, British secretary for the colon-
iez, and that he is urging other colon-
ies of Great Britain to give a similar
preference to that country. It should
be borne in mind that a very vital
point as to revenue is involved in the
possible admiseion of Porto Rico, Cuba
and the Philippines into the Union as
territories or states. These tropical isl-
ands are capable of producing every
pound of sugar and many other tropi-
cal products that the United tates
consumes., If they should be admitted
into the Union in such a manner as to
extend our tariff over them, and there-
by allow the free importation of their
producis, we should probably lose not
less than $60,000,000 of revenue annual-
ly, which would be a wery serious sit-
uation under existing conditions. Al
of these difficulties only eerve to em-

! phasize the soundness of the sugges-
i tion that the true policy for the next
| vear is to continue the military ad-
