TORONTO JUNCTION, March 23.—
Joseph .Maheaux, propriefor of the Oc-
cidental Hotel, for selling liquor with-
out a license, $50 and costs, and for
keeping liquor without a license $26

and costs. 2
Frad Strange of the Peacock Hotel,

for selling liquor without a license,, $50
and costs, and for keeping liquor with-
out a license $20 and costs.

Robert, Ferguson, proprietor of a
boarding-house at 104 Mglock-avenue,
for selling liquor without a license, $60
and costs, and for keeping liquor with-
out.a license $25 and costs.

These sentences were handed out by
Police Magistrate Ellis in the police
court this afternoon against three of
the flve hotelkeepers whose premises
were raided on Friday by the local
pclice -and provincial detectives.

The cases against Harry Vanzyle,
‘proprietor of the Alhambra Quick
Lunch on Dundas-street, and Alexander
Nelson of the Subway Hotel were ad-
journed for eight days. Vanzyle plead-
ed. not guilty to three charges and
asked for an adjournment, as he want-
ed to get some witnesses from New
York.

Nelson is at present suffering from
a broken shoulder-blade, and a doc-
tor’'s. certificate was produced to show
that he was unable to appear in court.
His lawyer pleaded not guilty and se-
cured an adjournment. This is Nel-
son’s second offence, he being fined on
a former occasion, when he kept the
Peacock Hotel.

Great Interest Was Shown.
The police court was certainly the
town’s centre of attraction to-day. The
room was jammed to the doors, and
the outside steps were crowded by in-
terested spectators, who stood alert and
on tiptoe to see and hear something of
. what was going on within. The prose-
cution was conducted by. Assistant
County Crown Attorney Monahan.’

Many Cases Adfburned.

After imposing the fine on Fred
Strange, Police Magistrate Ellis offered
him a word of warning: ‘“The inspector
has five or six charges against you,”
said Magistrate Ellis. ‘“‘The next time
it will be imprisonment . without the
option of a fine. If you can’t make
vour business pay without breaking the
law, you’d better go out of it. There
might be some sympathy for a man
whose license had been taken away

from him, but in this instapce, where |

you bought the hotel knowing it was
in a prohibitiorf town, there is none.
A man that will break the law in order
to. make money ought to be punished,
and he*will be puinished so far as I am
concerned.” ;

“I'l have to plead guilty, altho I'm
not;”” said Ferguson when he was
brought forward. “I haven’'t the money
to g0 on with the ecase.
haven't enough money to y my coun-
sel.” »

‘“Oh, that’s a bad stand to take,” said
Magistrate Ellis. ‘I wouldn’t sleep for
a week if I thought I had imposed a
heavy fine on you, angd you not guilty.”

‘“The case against this man is as clear
a3 the noon-day sun,” said Provincial
Irspector Ayerst. ‘““We can prove him
guilty on. two occasions, and more than
two. Why, I got liquor at his house
myself.”

Ferguson still insisted on pleading
guilty thru want of funds, so the fine
was straightway imposed.

Ferguson and Strange were repre-
sented by T. N. Phelan of Robinette,
G}-dﬁrey & Phelan. James Haverson,
K.C,, appeared on behalf of Maheaix.

Takes Inspector to Task.

After the court had adjourned Police
Magistrate Ellis took Provincial In-
spector Ayerst to task for taking the
li-berty of issuing the search warrants.
“Any outsider who issues a warrant
for this town without my permission
does so fllegally,” sald Mr. Ellis, “but
I suppose there is no one really could
settle this point short of the attorney-
general.”

In spite of an eloquent appeal by Mr. |
Haverson to have the liquor handed |
over to the reporters, Police Magis-
trate Ellis ordered it .to be destroyed.

Malil Route is Being Made.

BUTTONVILLE, March 23.—A great
deal of antagonism has been aroused
by the attempt on the part of a few
northern Pesidents along the line- of
the present mail route to secure a
change which will, if carried into ef-
fect, leave this village without a morn-
ing delivery.

For some 60 years the present mail
route from Unionville, via Buttonville,
Headford and other intermediate
points to Cashel has given general
satisfaction, and any attempt to Te-
verse the route will be strongly op-
posed.

It is urged on behalf of the plan as
at present that the roads along the
northern part of the route are fre-
quently in such a condition as. to
render progress difficult, especially in
the winter, and before the roads are
broken. The effect of this would be
to delay the delivery here until a late
hour in the day. While strong repre-
sentations are known to have been
made to the district inspector, it 1s
not generally thought that the official
named would lend his support to any
such movement, entirely at variance
with the wish of a majority of the
ratepayers. :

Council Will Be Asked to Take Some
; Action at Once.

NORWAY, March 23.—(Special.)—
{Residents of Coxwell and Reid-av-
enues north of the Grand Trunk Rail-
way tracks have a genuine grievance
against the York Township council,
and one which is being expressed in
wvigorous terms.

South of the G.T.R. both of these
streets are thickly populated as far
as Queen-street, while the roadway
has been placed in good repalr, and
considerable sidewalk put down.

Last summer the school trustees of
the Norway section, with -t‘he,oonsent
of the council, sub-divided the dis-
trict and ereeted a modern up-to-date
four-roomed school on Ashdale-avenue,
east of Reid-avenue, and’south of the
tracks, the pupile north of which have
hitherto been allowed to cross over
at Coxwell-avenue in order to reach
the school.

Since the accident of a week ago,
when Johnston was killed, the rallway
| authorities refuse to allow the Coxwell
crossing to be used. Some 50 ‘families
reside between this point and the
Danforth-avenue, and the result of the
new order is to compel the pupils to
go along Danforth-avenue westerly to
Greenwood or easterly to Woodbine-
avenue, and by this circuitous route
to the Ashdale school, a distance in
some cases of three and a half miles.
The same conditions apply to the new
Anglican mission on Ashdale-avenue,
which many were on Sunday pre-
wented from attending.

Where Municibglifies Have Adopt-
ed System in Western Ontario
~ Results Have Been Good.

That Mr. McNaught's ‘“bread bill”
introduced in the legislature last week
is "decidedly in the interest of manu-
facturer and consumer alike was the
opinfon ' given yesterday by a -well-
known baker from Western Ontario.

“The system of factory fnspection
will be especidlly valuable,” he de-
clared. “I know 'that just now manu-

facturers’ in several cities and towns |

in Western Ontario have the bread in-
spected at the factory under the regu-
lations of municipal bylaws, the in-
spectors being appointed by the muni-
cipality. \

“As a result the whole of the product |
or output of each particular factory Is
subject to inspection both as to adul-
terated matter and weight. Also the
inspector, who is usually the. health
officer, by.coming to  the factory,
galns a thoro knowledge of the. sani-
tary conditions under which bread is |
.made, something which {8 very rarely
done now where factory inspection
does not exist, and we in Western
Ontario think thet  the sanitary con-
ditifons under which bread is made is
of as great importance as the weight
of bread going to the public.

Where factéry . inspection does not
exist, the fbread is weighed at the
store, but only about fifty " per.cent.
of- the bread produced goes into the
stores .mow, ‘so that the balance of
the output is not inspected at all, for
it ‘'goes to the consumer direct. The
McNaught bill will .place the whole
product of the factory. under the in-
wpection of the proper @uthorities, and
the private consumer who takes bread
from the wagon will enjoy the same
measure of protection as the one who
obtains supply from the retail grocer.

“Morecover the weighing of bread at
the factory. means a greater incentive
to better baked bread, which means
a healthier bread.
ditions, the tendency is to draw from
the oven at the earliest’ possible mo-
ment to insure full weight twenty-
four hours after it is baked. i

“Another fact is of interest in con-
nection with this bread question. One
of the peculiarities of bread-baking
Is that the larger.the®oaf the colder
the oven, and it consequently takes
longer for fermentation tl?hzgdar;te’;:g'
and there is greater likell -
ducing sour bread. Sour bread has
been practically unheard of since the
two and four-pound loaves had beén
abandoned.”

Merchants’ Association of Ontarlo have
endorsed Mr. McNaught's idea of fac-
tory inspection. They feel it to be

the most satisfactory method of pre-: ¢

venting short weight, as it will - be
opportunity for complete inspection of
every ‘loaf, - an tmpossibility under the
present inspection.”

'lx‘)}x:e discontent is caused by a notice
published to-day to the effect that, be-
ginning. with meter r¢adings for April,
the price of gas for domestic, use  will
be 55 -cents a thousand, with 5 per
cent. discount for prompt payment.
Heretofore the price had been 40 cents,
with 10 per cent, discount, and consums=-
ere feel that the price is exorbitant.
Last winter the company gave a dis-
count of 20¢ to consumers using over
75,000 feet, but this year only a straight
discount of 10c is given.

The company explains that it will
have to expend large sums on drilling
wells during the summer.
