The Object of Mr. Davin Was to Show the
Inconsistency of the Government and
Sccure Justice for the Farmers of the
West — Some Fretty Sharp Scrapping
in Committee of llapply — Deputy-
Spealer Brodenr's Offensive Partisan-
ship In Leaving His Post to Work in
Quebce Aroused Conservative Indigna-
tlon—Falr Progress Made.

Ottawa, May 11.—In the House to-
day Mr, Davin, on motion to go into
Committee of Supply, rose to call at-
tention to the profound dissatisfaction
and disappointment of the farmers of
Canada with the sew tariff,

Liberal members: No.

One thing the Government could not
do, and that was to stifle public cpin-
jon, ITe pointed out that Manitoba and
the Northwest had on five articles paid
the greater portion of the duty. On
harvesters 91 per cent. had been paid
by the West, on sced drills 86 per cent.,
on horse rakes 60 per cent, on mowing
machines over 50 per ‘cent,, on plows
47 per cent, e proceeded at some
length to show, from a speech of Sir
Richard Cartwright's, delivered in 1804,
how the Liberals had gone back upon
their fyrmer professions, They had pro-
mised to wipe away protection, and yet
they retained protection in the tariff.
Corruption was to be a thing of the
past under Liberal rule, and yet it look-
ed as if its influence was hovering over
the I'reasury benches,

Then Mr. Davin got back at the Pre-
mier, who hinted the other” day fhat
what the House needed was more busi-
ness and’ less poetry. Said Mr. Davin:
“I'ere is sometimes a good ;loul ot
business in poetry, too,” and with that
he proceeded to read with all due em-
phasis a parody ‘upon “Our Lady of
the Snows,” the theme whereof was the
broken tariff pledges of the Government,
