WAR PRODUCTION CLUB
HAS SUCCESSFUL. SEASON

the war production club in.1917 it is
shown that thru i efforts more than

3,000 men were obtained for farm
work, a large number of whom went
for periods of f three to
months. The cljh states its indebt-
edness to the various organizations in
enabling it to obtain such a splendid
response to theé ap i :

In the early days of spring
tractors were placed in.operation by
the club in the County of York, and
many hundreds of acres were plowed
and produced splendid crops which
otherwise would not have been utiliz-
ed. As a result of the early move-
ment many additional tractors found
their way to big flelds thruout the
summer,

Some of the by-products of the club
were the digging of approximately
1,000' back gardens belonging to sol-
diers’ wives, the cultivation of vacant
church lots, and the utflization of the
:';ecali: langls immediately adjoining

ry Club, insurance £

According to statistics gathered by
the club in 1916 Toronto used 3,000,000
bushels of oats, 1,600,000 bags of po-
tatoes and 3,660,000 pounds of beans.

The officials of the club recommend
that its activities should be extended
this winter into all the large concerns
of the city, where branches should be
organized similar to those existing in
the big departmental stores. They
also suggest that an organized cam-
paign be conducted ‘in all the high
schools of the city and province
whereby all able-bodied boys could be
prepared  to take their places on the
farms next spring.
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
