■ Montreal. Nov. 48. — (Special.) — It 
would indeed be an edifying spectacle 
to see from fifty to' sixty federal mem­
bers unseated in this province and per­
haps half a dozen more disqualified.

! been particularly anxious to secure the 
defeat of the Conservative In question, 
and when he gained his election in 
spite of all this influence exercised in 
high places plans were at once laid for 
bringing him before the courts. The 
legislator, however, has never been 
downed in the business and financial 
world, and it looks as if he would soon 
be able to show these Quebec politicians 
that he Is equally at home in the new 
game as those with a longer experience.
"If it is contestation they are look­
ing for," he declared to The World to­
day, “I think I will be able to accom­
modate them at their own game, “and 
his demeanor was not that of a man 
whe-intertalned apprehensions for the 
future.
