UNLESS the electors in Saint John go to the polls during the rest
'™ of the afternoon and up to 7 o'clock this evening, daylight
‘time, in larger numbers than they did this moming, the total of
votes cast in this city in the Federal election of 1926 will be very
small. Up to 1.30 o'clock, when Times-Star reporters made calls
at several of the booths to test the way in which the electors had
responded to the call of the parties to exercise their franchise, only
a little more than 15 per cent. it was found, had taken the trouble
to go to the polling places and cast their ballots.
.. ' This figure is the result of tabula-
tion of the numbers who had voted at
16 poHing booths at that hour. Var-
ious parts of the city were included, as
will be seen from the details here given.

FIGURES FROM BOOTHS

The vote up to 1.15 o’clock was ex-
tremely light in the North End. In
one booth in Lansdowne ward only 54
out of had cast their ballots. while
in another booth only 44 out of 888, It
was very light also in the other wards.
In Dufferin at one polling place but 89
out of 291 had voted, and two othe
booths showed but 50 out of 819 and
40 out of 295 had exercised their fran-
chise. In Lorne the figures also were
low, 42 out of 274; 87 out of 286, and
85 out of 295 only voting. Victoria
ward showed a like proportion shortly
before two o’clock. In booths visited
48 out of 825, 49 out of 282 and 48 out
of 284 cast votes. Very few wo-
men voted in these wards. In
Wellington the proportion of voters
was much the same as “in the others,

\but 50 out of 80 having voted in one
ooth.

" T ‘Queens the voling was b ltelé
vier, 68 out of 280 and 54 out of
258 having cast ballots. In this ward
about two-thirds of those who voted
were women. In Dukes ward 'the vot-
ing was also light, 52 out of 277, and
61 out of 242 having voted up to 2
o’clock at two booths visited.' A good
proportion of the votes cast here were
by women, also. It was hoped general
voting would be livelier this afternoon,
with- further accelleration towards the
closing hour, 7 o'clock, daylight time.

WEATHER IDEAL

. Election day dawned bright and
clear in Saint John and early in the
day workers on both sides were busy
preparing to get out as far as pos-
sible, the voting strength of the party.
Cars were flying to and fro carrying
the electors ‘to tthe tvarious [polling
places to exercise their franchise.

About 80,000 have the right to vote
in the 104 city booths and another
10,000 at the 51 booths in Saint John
county and Albert county.

ASK ABOUT VOTE

Quite a number called at the offices
of Sheriff Wilson this morning to find |
out if their names were on the list and |
if not how they would get to vote.
They were informed that under the;
regulations they could not cast a bal-
lot this time.

More than 60 votes were cast in the
three advance polls in this constitu-
ency. At the Court House about 50
votes were cast, at the Lancaster poll
?18 ballots were cast, and at East Saint
}John three persons voted.

At East Saint John the workers re-
ported a very light poll this morning,

BATTLE IN QUEBEC.

MONTREAL, Sept. 14—Whether or
not the grip which has held Quebec in
the Liberal grasp since 1917, still holds
fast or whether the Conservatives have
been able to loosen it, is regarded as
the greatest revelation which will be
made by the federal elections in this
province today. Since 1911, when the
present government party took 27
seats, the electorate have voted Lib-
eral to the tune of 62 seats in 1917, 65
in 1921, and 60 in 1925.

Generally, Quebec was a province of
large Liberal majorities in 1925, but
in addition to the four seats which
they won, the Conservatives were able
to keep the surpluses against them be-
low the 1,000 mark in six seats. The
government have their same candidates
offering again in these ridings and nat-
urally look there as the places of their
best fighting ground, together with
some Montreal districts where they be-

CARS TAKE FIRE

Several Cars on Passenger Train

DEPUTY PREMIER
IN N. S. W. RESIGNS

Incident Causes Sensation Fol-
lowipg Bitter Battle With
Prime Minister

SYDNEY, Australia, Sept. 14— A
sensation has been caused in political
circles in New South Wales by the
dramatic resignation of the Labor
Deputy-premier, Peter O’Loughlin, who
is also Minister of Lands, on account
of trouble which has long been sim-
mering owing to the allegations of the
Opposition, that an effort has been
made to bribe certain members of the
Labor government, and also due to
the dictatorial methods of Premier
Lang, who dubbed Mussolini an auto-
crat.

O’Loughlin’s resignation is further
influenced by Lang’s open pandering to
the Communist section of the Labor
party. Lang’s group in the party is
largely controlled by the Miners’ Fed-
eration and there has been a long and
bitter battle between Lang and
O’Loughlin for political supremacy.
There was a secret meeting of the
Labor party yesterday afternoon, and
unless the breach is quickly healq,
Lang’s majority in parliament is likely
to be endangered.
