RESULT INEVITABLE,

“As will be shown, this province has
at no time since 1867 been treated as
an equal participating partner of the
Dominion. The result has been inevit-
able.

“Because of our geographical position,
the problems of the east were and are
u. a diPerent nature from those of Cen-
tral e~1 Western Canada. Our bound-
arlc prevent our territorlal expansion
for all time. Our distance from the
larger markets of Canada is great and
difficult to overcome. In other words,
we are on the edge of a widespread
nation with our scope of commercial
activity within that nation on one side
of us only, and being a maritime na-
tion, our major commercial possibili-
tles must be always considered with
that in mind.” These restrictions and
limitations, as-well as conditions pecu-
liar to this peovince, have not, durin
the years since Confederation, receiv
due attention from responsible govern-
ing bodies in this Dominion, while en-
tering Confederation we have parted
with the power and ability to direct
our growth upon lines which would
have been sufficient had we retained
our original status. It must be borne
in mind that the natural obstacles in
the way of comparative development
within Confederation were so great and
the sympathy of other portions of Can-
ada towards the solution of these dif-
ficulties so scant, that our people have
been sorely tried, and discouragement
has been the frequent result,

“Thousands upon thousands of our
young men and women have left this
province for the sole reason that the
United States or the Canadian West
afforded brighter prospects. Our finan-
cial and commercial influence, which
was at the time of Confederation an
outstanding feature of the province,
has dwindled into comparatively insig-
nificance. .
