THE REASON FOR
FRANCE'S BIG AIR FLEET

(London Correspondent of Manches-
ter Guardian.)

Very polite things have been said on
both sides of the Channel about the
British Government’s decision to create
an air fleet on the model of France’s
great force. Discussing the matter
with a prominent Frenchman, I asked
him if he could explain why France,
with no other important air force in
the world to consider, should have so
large an air fleet. His reply was in-
teresting and frank enough. “The rea-
son,” he said, “is quite simple. At
Versailles both Britain and America
signed a pact of guarantee, but neither
has ratified it. The French air fleet
takes the place of the pact of guaran-
tee. France is isolated and has to look
after herself.”

When asked what the guarantee was
against, he said, of course, Germany,
explaining that though Germany may
be powerless now she will soon recover
and France must be prepared.
