Washington, Feb. 17—Whether the su-
preme council’s reply to President Wil-
son’s note will be made public, has not
been decided. The president's com-

wish to add a possible complication to
the situation in Italy or any country by
ziving publicity to the exchanges in ad-
vance of an cntire agreement between
‘R—l principals. The original agreement

ived at Paris on Dec. 9, was handed
to the Italian foreign minister on Dec.

12, and was described by former Pre-

mier Clemenceau in the I‘rench Cham-

ber of Deputies as a joint agreement be-
_ tween Great Britain, France and the

United States.

Early in January, after the American
peace delegates had returned home and
the United States was represented at
the meetings by Ambassador Wallace in
Lhe capacity of an observer, there was a
meeting of the supreme council in which
Premier Lloyd George said some modifi-
cations had been made in  the -original
plan of Dec. 9, and on-Jan. 14 it was
said that Premier Nitti of Italy had ac-
cepted the revised plan. The agreenfent
then was communicated to Jugo-Slavia
in the form of an ultimatum ,and while
Ambassador Wallace communicated the
fact to the state department, the Am-
crican government was not consulted
about the changes. The United States
at the end of January notified the su-
preme council that its position regarding
the matter was ‘ynchanged.

Meantime the Jugo-Slavs protested

against the settlemen d_the time al-
towed them for aﬂnd&ﬁ(y was extend-
ed. On Feb. 10 Premier Wilson’s note

was dispatched and im it the entente
premiers were told that the United States
would have to consider what its position
wvould be if the premiers. proceceded to
-ettle the Adriatic Pquestion without
consulting it, ;

When the negotiations on the Adria-
tic question were initiated, it was said,
there was an understanding that all
matters relating to this question should
he settled through negotiation between
the foreign offices of all the powers re-
presented in the supreme council at
Paris.

While the American notes are with-
held, it is known that they establish that
the United States never has abandoned
the contention that the transfer to Italy
of the “boardwalk” along the Adriatic
irom Trieste to Fiume and the posses-
Jon of most of Istra and Dalmatia
would not be accepted. *

MMATTERS BEFORE
COMMON GOUNCIL

The weekly meeting of the common
council, postponed from yesterday to
allow for the attendance of the com-
missioners at the meeting of the muni-
was held this morning
with the mayor presiding and all the
commissioners and the common clerkin
attendance.

The report of the committee of the
.whole was adopted. The first section
provided for the taking over by the city
of Connaught street, Alexandra Heights,
as soon as the street was graded by
F. A. Dykeman and other property own-

‘ers; and for the installation of -water

and sewerage on guarantee of an an-
nual revenue of at least ten per cent of
the cost of installation.

Other sections provided for the pu--
chase of two bird’s-eye views of the
city, to be sent to the Imperial Insti-
tute in London; sale of lot 15 in Lan-
caster to Stephen E. Doyle for $500;
renewal of lease of lot in Mecklenburg
street to Mrs. Bertha T. Ferguson at
$20 annual rental for seven years; and
that a bill be prepared continuing the
operation of an act with regard to the
taxes of the Portland Rolling Mills,
Ltd.

A request from the chairman of the
board of assessors for a set of accurate
plans of the city for the use of his de-
partment, which were necessary for the
'true establishment of land values, was
referred to the committee of the whole.

A letter was read from the manager
of the Bank of Nova Scotia regarding
the request of the city for the reserva-
tion of a portion of the lot at the cor-
ner of Main street and Paradise row
in order to widen the street at that
point.

NEW EDITION
MYERS' HISTORY
SENT IN ERROR

Was Not Intended for Circu-
Jation in Canada

Explanation Made by the
Publishers—No World His-
tory Written by Canadian
Available for Use.

(Special to Times)

Fredericton, N. B., Feb. 18—The tea
pot tempest which has been worked up
for political purposes by a small clique
connected with the provincial opposition
party over an unauthorized =dition of
Myers’ General History will blow itself
out soon. The publishing firm vhich
sent the offending text book to its dis-
tributing agents in St. John takes full
blame for the mistake and greatly regrels
that it occurred, as it is regarded as
bound to injure its business in Canada,
which is considerable.

G. H. Moore of Boston, reprezenting
the publishers; has been in-Fredericron
with Dr. W. 8. Carter, chief supern-
tendent of education, on this malier
An arrangement whereby the text of t
edition will be ‘replaced by the older
edition which served in the schools' of
New Brunswick since 1910, was mad .

Mr. Moore was interviewed by the cor-
respondent of the Times. :

“This trouble has arisen over an er-
ror made by a shipping clerk of nu
firm,” was Mr. Moore’s statement. i
am manager of the Canadian busine-s
of the company, and I can certaialy sag
that had I known that the edition had
been. shipped to the distributors in St.
John I would have headed off the ~np-
ment. The edition was unauthorized in
New Brunswick and should nt have
been sent on that ground alone.

“No reference was made to Camada's
part in the great war in the supplimen-
tary chapter of the edition, because it
was not intended for Canadian schools.
Everyone recognizes the part which
Canada played, and Dr. Myers will pre-
pare a supplement which will cover it.

“As far as the texts now in stock are
concerned they will be replaced with
these of the former edition. I hope that
I will be able to do the same with re-
gard to individual students. but 1 am not
vet in a position to make a definite an-
nouncement to that effect.”
