COULD NOT PERSUADE

BELGIAN SOCIALISTS
10 ACCEPT SITUATION

German Emissaries Failed in Mis-
sion There as They Did in

France
(Correspondent London Daily Standard)

Amsterdam, Nov. 10.—The friendly
attitude of German Socialists tcwards
the Kaiser's aggresive war policy is
being revealed more and more as time
goes.on. Already it is known that Ger-
man Socialists conveyed their govern-
ment’s peace overtures to France, and
now I am in a position te give you
wmore particulars of thzir war-like ac-
tivity.

Four leaders of the German Socialist
party recently have been in Belgium to

try to persuade the Belgian workingmen
to settle down quietly and with con-
ientment under German occupation. The
German Socialists did their utmost to
convince leaders of the Belgian labor
movement with whom they conversed
that it would be more advantageous for
Belgian workingmen to accept German
cccupation and live their normal lives
than to continue to offer any epposition.
They assured their Belgian compatriots
that the war was extremely popular
among all classes of the population of
Germany owing to, “the unjust aggres-
sion of German’s enemies” -gnd to the
horror inspired by the thouht that “lib-
eral-minded and cultured Germany could
fall under the savage yoke of barbarous
Russia.” In any case they added, the
war was now well under way and noth-
ing could prevent it from ending in a
complete triumph for Germany.

Therefore, the sooner the Belgian
laboring classes accepted the inevitable
the better it would be for them. France,
said the German Socialists, could do
nothing to help, and as for England,
her army did not count as a continental
factor., They admitted that in regard
to the British fleet it was differnt, but
even the British navy could not and
never would prevent Germany from get-
ting all the supplies which she needed.

Besides, concluded the Socialist em-
issaries from Germany, England was
so stupidly scrupulous in respect to.the
rights of neutrals that Germany could
bring in abundance of all she wanted
under England’s nose. When the Bel-
gian Socialists reproached the emissaries
for the. suffering inflicted by German
troops on the civilian population of Bel-
gium, the Socialists from Berlin warmly
defended the severe measures which the
German soldiers had been compelled to
take to protcet themselves from the
“treacherous attacks” of Belgian civil-
ians. It appears that some heated’ dis-
cussion ensued between the German
and Belgian Socialists. The Germans
tried to persuade the Belgians that they
had been duped and befooled by King
Albert into taking sides in a quarrel
with. which the Belgian people them-
selves had no concern whatever.

Again and again they persitsed in
their endeavor to shake the resolution
of the Belgian labor leaders to main-
tain their attitude of cold hostility- to
the invader. Ultimately the German
Socialists departed without having dc-
complished anything except increase the
Belgian Socialists’ opposition to German
rule in any form.

Following the visit of ‘the German
Socialists to Belgium comes the report
of-a speech made by the leader of the
Gevrtan  Socialists T “Rlinelend, Heérr
Huer, who declared himself to be en-
thusiastically in favor of waging war to
the bitter end. .

HEALTH OFFICER SPEAS OF
IEANT MORTALTY IN ST, JOAN

(Continued from page 1.)

“Montreal is about eleven times the
size. of St. John and had “almost 4,000
deaths of children under one year in
1912, a rate, according to population,
more than double the amount of ours for
the present year.

“Halifax in 1918 had 271 deaths under
one year of age. Halifax is about one-
tenth larger than” St. John. Deducting
this proportion it would give 244, con-
siderably higher than the actual number
of deaths in this class in St. John dur-
ing the present yeatr.

“About one-third of the number of
deaths under one year of age in the city
during 1918 was made up of children less
than one month old. Of these sixtéen liv-
ed less than one d«y and six less than
one hour. It is the opinion of sanitari-
ans generally. that children wha do not
survive more than one msath are al-
most likely to die even under the most
ideal conditions, as they usually have not
the stamina necessary. for continued life.
“During last September—our heaviest
month in infantile mortality—no fewer
than fifteen who died were infants aged
one month or less and only one of these
died from what is known as a prevent-
able disease.

“The deaths in Halifax from cholera
infantym during 1918 numbered sixty-
four, as compared with fifty in St. John
of deaths due to all kinds of intestinal
diseases in children less than fiye years

‘of ‘age, in the year 1918, and fifty=five in

the fiseal year of 1918-14. |

“In Sydney in 1918, thirty ‘children
died from cholera infantum. St. John has
about five times the population of Syd-
ney, which would make our death rate
from this disease, according to the same
ratio, 150, as compared with fifty-five,
the actual number during the present
year. Amherst’s ‘proportion would be
eighty-four against our fifty-five.

Some Things,Done Here
“With regard to. what has been done
by the health authorities in this city

during the last few years to remedy un-
sanitary conditions, I may say that, in

and 885 outside privies remioved; in 1?1,
847 patent closets: were installed and 170
privies removed, in 1912, 610 patent clos-
ets were installed and 240 outside privies
removed ; in 1913, 584 patent closets were
installed and 175 privies removed; in
1914, 485 patent closets were in%glled
and 150 privies removed, making a total
of 2,789 patent closets installed and 1,-
075 old outside privies removed in the
five years.

“During the year 1918, 261 houses and
schools were disinfected, 860 special in-
spections were made and 151 pounds of
meat exposed for sale were seized and
destroyed. Also during the same period
1,848 plumbing fixtures were installed
under the supervision of the plumbing
inspector, these'being placed in eighty-
three new buildings and 191 old ones.

“During the three years ended with
1918 diphthéyia decreased from sixty to
seventy per cent, as compared with the
three years preceding. Scarlet fever dur-
ing the séame period decreased about 15
per cent. !

“The board has during the present
vear engaged the services of a veterinary
surgeon. as a dairy inspector, whose duty
it is to keep thé dairies supplying milk
to the city under constant supervision.
Already more than a dozen dairymen
have been refused permission to sell milk
in the city because of insanitary con-
ditions. These are but a very few of the
activities of the health authorities.

Lack of Rain

“The cause of the increased mortality
in infants this vear was the result very
largely of the almost utter absence of
rain during the months of August and
September. This caused a decided lower-
ing of the ground water throughout the
country, thereby causing it to become li-
able to pollution. This pollution usually
consists of micro-organism, capable of
producing infantile diarrhoea, and find-
ing its way into the milk through the
washing and cleansing of the milk con-
tainers. It is a well known fact that
nearly every death in infants from chol-
era infantum is in cases where the child
is artificially fed, breast fed infants be-
ing for the greater part exempt from the
disease.

“I would not be understood to say
that the infantile mortalitv in this city
is satisfactory. It is not. Neither is it so
