He declared he had sensed among

ments that make for the solution of 
great social problems. Tax reform is 
a question well within the field of the 
Church, he declared, and without the 
sympathy and support of church peo­
ple it can never hope to gain adoption.

Mr. Bengough emphesized the point 
that obtaining an audience was half the 
battle in conducting a lecture campaign.

The Auditorium was filled, he said, and 
it might not have been had he just call­
ed It a “Lecture on Tax Reform.”
