G. A. Henderson Sworn in
by Chief Justice

S. E. Morrell Speaks for
Bar — Reminiscences of
Days of * Former Magis-
trates in Pleasing Address
of New Judge.

In the presence of a representative
gathering of members of the bar and
citizens generally, George A. Hender-
son, for many years clerk of the po-
lice court, was this morning sworn in
by Chief Justice H. A. McKeown as
Magistrate of the St. Johm Police
Court and Judge of the St. John City
Court, The congratulations of the St.
Johp Law Society were presented by
Scott E. Morrell, senior member pre-
sent, ;

Promptly at ten o’elock Chief Jus-
tice McKeown produced a copy .of the
Royal Gazette dated July 10 and read
the notice of the appointment of Mr.
Henderson in place of Hon. R. J.
Ritchie, resigned. He then administer-
ed the oath of office in each case. The
Bible upon which the new magistrate
took the oaths of office was presented
to him by the New Brunswick Bible
Society, Chief of Police. J. J. Smith
held the book during the administra-
tion of the wath, :

At its conclusion Chief Justice Mc-
Keown shook hands with Mr, Hender-
son. He said the latter was following
in the steps of a man who had been
there a long time but the conmection
of the new incumbent with the court

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was even longer. He was certain that
no ‘one with more experience or with
more aptitude could have been found
for the position.

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his own shoulders. .

He had been barn in St. John but,
on the death of his mother when he
was very young, he had grown wup
and been educated in Nova Scotia.
Returning to St. John he had studied
law with Chief Justice Palmer. Soon
after his admission to the bar he had
been sent for by Mr. Gilbert, then
magistrate, and asked if he would be-
come clerk of the police court. He
had accepted and had served under
Magistrates Gilbert and Petets,,  for
whom he had the greatest affection,
gained through years of intimacy with
them. Magistrate Ritichie had then
taken office and he appreciated the
kind acts he had done for him.

In 1878 the present building had been
opened and he well remembered enter-
ing the building with Magistrate Gil-
bert, followed by the chief of police
and members of the force.
