And Whereas the times now fixed for convening these fatherings
are in some cases inconveniont by reason of vhe conflict-between time
and distance, and thus preclude the following out of such & desirable
course,

Therefore Resolved that the C'lerk of this Association be a committee to
confer with the Clerks of the other Associations in New Brunswick,
Nova Scotia, and P. E. Island, as soon as possible, with a view to a
rearrangement of the dates of meeting of the Associations, so as to
admit of their heing visited in order,

Ana Further Resolved that the joint committee thus formed bLe em-
powered to report to the Baptist Convention of the Maritime Prov-
inces, at the meeting to be held at Muncton in August next, a sched-
ule of dates for holding the Associitions in accordance with the in-
tent of this resolution, and that such report, so far as it fixes the date
for holding this Association, shall be binding upon this body.
