I did another week of basic training and failed 
again, so I stayed in the hut and the Army Examiner 
called me. He made me stay in the hut with no

I was to be transferred to Kingston for 
some delael outfit in the Army and from then I 
waited. I was transferred to a holding battery 
waiting for transfer to Kingston. About fifteen 
days alter I was called to the Orderly Office and 
my transfer was made to A.12 as a H.W.E. so I 
stayed there waiting and I asked for a furlough.
My furlough didn't come through and I stayed in 
the hut and was orderly. When I got my furlough 
I took my clothes and put them in my palliasse so

a rain coat and shaving kit and I still have them 
here. I checked my rifle at the armourers and went 
on furlough. When I was out on furlough around 
the 7th or 8th of June I wired back to 3hllo, to 
Capt. MacIntyre, asking for seven days compassionate 
leave to work on the farm. I got an answer back to 
report myself on the ISth of June. I didn't report 
ar.d stayed on the farm and worked until I surrender® 
myself. I thought I might as well çet it over with 
right now so I surrendered myself and that is the 
evidence.
