The Fall-RIver Weavers Strike.—Claim 

they can Maintain It.
Fall River, Mass., March 11.—The 

Fall River, Mass., weaver’s strike 
for an advance in wages which occurred 
this morning is one of the most gener­
al in the history of the labor troubles 
here. The weaving departments of fifty 
mills are practically shut down,and about 
six thousaud weavers are idle. Those who 
reftised to strike do not altogether num­
ber more than half enough to keep one 
mill going. The extent.’ of the strike is 
quite a surprise to the manufacturers 
who expected that only a fep mills in 
the outskirts would he involved.

They thought help would be so m« eh 
divided as to the wisdom of a strike at 
the present time that this circumstance 
would disorganize the movement in a 
few days. The operatives are 
very much pleased at the unan­
imous sentiment of resistance 
displayed in their ranks and predict an 
early victory. They claim they can af­
ford to maintain the strike for several 
weeks. It is the prevailing impres­
sion that the manufacturers can give 
an advance at the present price for cloth 
and can ill afford to curtail its produc­
tion for even a short period. The Board 
of trade says,‘however, that no advance 
will he given and a hitter struggle is 
anticipated.

Fall River, Mass., March 11.—Three 
thousand weavers assembled in mass 
meeting on the Park this morning. Re­
ports to the executive committee of the 
union showed that the weavers in every 
print cloth mill in the city had quit work 
and that the strike was general. 
The weavers at a few mills 
on wide goods had gone to work 
this morning bût were expected 
to come out. Addresses were made by 
members of the Executive committee, 
congratulating the .weavers on the suc­
cess of the Strike as shown by the large 
number of weavers out, and urging all to 
stand together. A New York newspaper 
man who is a member of the Central 
Labor Union of that city, also addressed 
the crowd, urging united action, and the 
importance of organization. It was 
announced at the meeting that the 
agent of the Pocasset mill had offered a 
compromise.
