IN BRITISH GUIANA.

Hans Helgesen Tells of His Trip
to the Land of Gold
and Flowers.

A Rich Country Buat too Sickly for
One Used to British Colum-
bia Climate.

Mr. H. Helgesen returned a short time
ago from British Guiana. The follow-
ing account of his trip will prove inter-
esting:

We left Victoria for Westminster in
August, 1803, taking passage on the G.
N. RR vxa (,’mulgo and after taking 'in

ous voyage, as we called at many

places in Venezuela and the island of
'P'rinidad, ‘arriving in Georgetown ‘three
weeks after leavmg New York.

Georgetown is situated on the easgt of
Demarara. five degrees north of thedine,
and is a most beautiful city, scrupulously
clean, with splendid. wide streets, smooth
and level as a floor.. On nearly every
lot are planted every conceivable orna-
mental tree and shrub that the coun-
try can afford. and amongst them can be
seen mangro limes, orange, breadfruit
and breadnut trees, all of which form a
beautiful contrast. But, alas! the city
lies in a swamp six feet below the sea
level, and in cemseguence is very sickly.
There are many. canals cut through the
¢ity, provided with floodgates, which are
epened when the tide is low and closed
as the tide rises. = But the spring tides,
“EF am told,”” have on several occasions
flooded the streets. = There are also- a
splendid race course, botanical gardens,
and other pleasure grounds.. Fronting
part of the city is a fine sea wall, where
the people often resort to for recreation
and to get a breath of the cool sea
breeze. 1 think the ity would be de-
populated in twelve months if it was not
for the sea and land breezes.

diggings. ' Every placer has a lot of
men they ecall drougers, who are c¢on-
stantly packing provisions, tools, ete.,
into the diggings. The quartz has done
nothing so far eéxcept nearly ruining ma-
ny of the merchants, the rich float quarks |
beguiling them all. There has been
hundreds of thousands expended, . and
for the most part by unprincipled men,
who know little or mothing of mining;
but whom the merchants believed in to
their sorrow. So far there has not been
a line of fissure vein discovered yet. I
have only traversed a small portion of
the country, and can only give an opin-
ign of what I have seen, and my opin-
ion is that there have been' nufmerous
rich veins, but they have only been sur-
face ledgessand chimneys. The ecoun-
try bears unmistakable signs of volcanic
eruptions and long continuous floods, and
the quartz has during the - rage of
these elements been ground into powder
and washed into the beds of gulches,
where we can find any quantity of quartz
sand and large depoq;ts of gold.
