It is the specialists In economics |
and sociology, from college pro-
fessor to soapbox orator, who hlvei
betrayed us. Specialists are needs
ed, but specialists, bei.g speclalists,
have generally lost their perspec- |
tive, their sense of proportion. They
can use a miscroscope, but not a |
field-glass. They have been busy |
with the forms, forgetting both ma-
terlal and cause. And we have
been lazily letting them do our
thinking for us, merely arguing
among ourselves over the second- |
ary lssues their distorted vision and
traditional habit of mind have pre-
sented to our attention. It is here |
that our entire political education |
and practise has wrécked itself,
