CHEAPER COAL!,

Yancouver Firm Commences to Import
Coal from the Sound.

Steamer Fingal, ' which arrived yester<
dday merning in ballast from Vanecouver
and loaded with Gilman coal at  the
bunkers of the Seattle Coal and Iron
Company, is employed in war on the
British - Columbia "coal monopoly, says
the Seattle Post-Intelligencer. The
owners are the McKenzie Bros., of Van-
cotver, and_ they will have - another
small steamer, the Staffa, here in a few
days to load with the same coal. The
MecKenzies are Americans living at Vano-
couver, and their enterprise has the sup-
port of the, people of VYancouver, who
have been ¢dmpelled to pay exorbitant
prices by the ceal mine owners. This
also applies to the people of Victoria.
There about:a year ago & eonsumers’
association was ' formed, = which pur-
chased British' Columbia coal in .San
Francisco and shipped it back at'a pro-
fit. ~ Then Sound coal was shipped there
and the price came down from $8 to $7
& ton. At this rate the United States
dealer, despite every kind' of. opposition,
is selling from 40 to 50 tons a day and
making a good profit, although he has to
pay 65;cents a ton duty:. ~a¥

It whs this experience which :led the
McKengie Bros. to go into the business.

iThey first endeavored to load with Brit-

ish Columbia coal;, but the mine owners
put all sorts of obstacles in their way,
80 they determined te import' Sotind: cosl.
The ‘people ‘of "Vancouver have promised
the McKenzie ‘Bros. = liberal® ‘support.
They' are thoroughly” Bick of the coal
monopoly that has had theny in its power
for three or four years. '“They have to
pay cash ‘with their order, and the coal
is not ‘delivered fof days after, and they
justly believe ‘the price is too high.
