STUDENTS.

I. The regular Students of the College are those who 
have passed the ’Matriculation Examinations in Arts in 
any University in Her Majesty's dominions ; and Matri­
culants, who are students taking the full undergraduate 
course.
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2. Matriculated Students are required to attend the 
Lectures and Examinations, on all the subjects necessary 
for Students of their respective standings. Certificates of 
attendance, during one or more Academic Years, will be 
given to those Matriculated Students and Matriculants 
who have been regular in their attendance on the required 
Lectures, and who have passed the prescribed Exami­
nations.
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3. Matriculated Students are required to reside, during 
the period of their attendance on Lectures, in the College, 
or in houses selected by their parents or guardians, or 
approved by the President.

4. Non-matriculated Students may be admitted to Lec­
tures on application to the Professors in the respective 
Departments.

5. Certificates of Attendance on Lectures in any De­
partment during an Academic Year, may be given to 
Non-matriculated Students who have been regular In their 
attendance, and who have also passed the Examinations 
in such Department.
