They
were not anxious to have any fair and
full @iscussion of local politics, The
time §s a busy one for merchants; it
is just three days before the new list
of voters will be published. Their
charices of success are no doubt bet-
tered by the tactics, for they do not
dare to appeal to the community on
tieir record. They seek to bring fed-
eral politics into the issue and under
the guise of a liberal convention they
put ferward Mr. Skinner as a liberal
candidate in this city. Mr, Hazen did'
not think the liberals here wished to
take upon themselves the sins of Pre-
mier Tweedie, Attorney General Pugs-

These'
were only perfectly right, and are but
e drop in the bucket comptred with
the sums taken out of St. John citizen
by the new methods of taxation de-
vised in Fredericton. The government
has forced other large sums from 8t.
John's exchequer, notably in the mat-
ter of the liquor licenses. These
grants are no reason why we should
net condemn the acts of the govern-
ment.

Mr. Hazen reviewed the situation,
stating why the convention had been
called. 1In 1898, the Conservative par-
ty in this prdvince, he said, decided to
run local politics on federal lines, Hon.
Mr. Emmerson, at that time premier,
refused to accept this proposition, and
was supported by Messrs. Tweedie,
Labilois and others. The country de-
cided against this, and Mr. Hazen ac-
cepted the situation and had since de-
clined to identify federal with provin-
~ial politics. Nothwithstanding the
large majority of the Conservative can-
didates in the last election, he would
remain true to his friends who in 1903
accepted the present policy, and there-
fore he considered the campaign was
one in which approval or disapproval
of the local government should be the
one thought of the voters. He then
called upoen the electors present to
gather together and select delegates
to choose their candidate. The time
has come for a change at Fredericton,
and St. John should hasten the change
by electing on the 30th of December
& supporter of the opposition.

Mr. Hasgen also spoke of the editorial
in last night's edition of the Globe, ad-
vocating a clean campaign. He wished

to assure the Globe that the opposition

would readily agree to this proposal,
and would be willing to pledge them-
seives in commeon with a like number
of prominent liberals to rum a pure el-
ection.

It is understood that when the mem-
bers of the convention withdrew to a
separate room. W, H. Thorne was call-
ed to the chair. After calling the con-
vention to order, Mr. Thorne reported
from a committee which had been ask-
ed to ascertain who among those who
had been mentioned as candidates
would allow their names to go before
the convention, He stated that the
four who had been in the fleld in 1903
did not desire to be nominated; that
Alderman Macrae and ex-Alderman
Baxter, each of whom had many
friends, did not wish to en-
ter the Teld at this time,
and that. :Alderman Maxwell
and L. P. D. Tilley had consented to al-
low their names to go before the con-
vention. Either of these would cheer-
fully support the other, or would him-
self accept nomination,

Some delegates insisted that John E.
‘Wilson should speak for himself, Mr.
Wilson,who was a delegate, stated that
he would like very much to contest this
election, but had reached the conclu-
sion that his health was not sufficiently
established to make it advisable. He
hoped his friends would not make his
refusal harder for him than it was, and
was glad to know that the convention
had in either of those mentioned an
excellent candidate, His own time
‘would come later.

It was then moved that a ballot be
taken between Mr. Maxwell and Mr.
Tilley. Before receiving this motion
the chairman called for other nomina-
tions, explaining that it was open to
any delegata to propose a name.

No other names were proposed, and
the ballot was about to be taken when
Mr. Tilley asked for a hearing, He
explained that when he consented’ to
allow his name to be presented he was
not aware that Alderman Maxwell
would do so. In that gentleman the
convention had a candidate in every
way suitable. He would like very
much, if he would now be allowed to
do so, to retire in Mr. Maxwell’s favor,
and to move that he be made the
choice of the convention, In accord
with Mr, Tilley's desire the first motion
was withdrawn and his proposition was
accepted without a dissenting vpice.

On returning to the meeting, W, H.
Thorne on behalf of the nominating
committee reported that Ald. Robert
Maxwell was the unanimous choice of
the delegates. This announcement
was greeted with hearty cheers. Mr.
Maxwell was called to the front.

ALD. ROBERT MAXWELL,

Mr. Maxwell felt keenly the honor
conferred upon him in the unsolicited
nomination of the Ilarge convention;
and he thanked the electors heartily.
For some seven years he had been in
the city council and had ever endeavor-
ed to fearlessly voice his sentiments,
and the fact that his record was deem-
ed satisfactory was evidenced by the
convenzion’'s choice. If successful in
his conteet he would have to sever his
connection with the council. Ald.
Maxwell expressed his confidence in
the party’s success, and he pledged his
whole-hearted support to the leader of
the opposition and hoped the day was
not far distant when they would hail
their leader as premier of New
Brunswick.

He would be delighted to see an agree-
ment entered into to run a pure elec-
tion, and he hoped that not one dollar
would be spent in purchasing votes.
¥ voting Is done fairly and squarely
on the government’s record he had no
doubt of his success. Ontario had serv-
ed as an awful example of bribery and
vote switching methods, and it well be-
comes the opposition leader to say that
he and his party will do their utmost
to put down such corruption in this
province.

Maxwell, that
this ' constituency remained vacant
8o . -long, as it has and the re-
solution introduced  into  parlia-
ment by the leader of the opposition to
bring the clection on after a suitable
length of time was voted down by the
government party. There is continuous
waste of public money in this province.
If the portfolios ' of solicitor general
and surveyor general could remain va-.
canf s0 long as they have, they might
well be abolished. He pledged his
support to Mr. Hazen if the latter in-
troduced a measure to curtail this un-
neécessary expenditure. The govern-
ment machinery is too large, and. .a
smaller cabinet could as well rule the
country. The province will now have

‘torney general to Emgland, In con-
cluding Ald. Maxwell called upon the
opponents of the government to give
Pim, as candidate, hearty and full
support. ; 3

W. H. Thorne then moved the follow-
ing resolution, explaining the tenor of
the resolution in 'a few introductory
words :

‘Resolved, that we strongly condemn
the course of the government, which,
after ten months of inexcusable delay,
has brought on the election at the very
end of the year, three days before the
new lists come into operation, thereby
disfranchising many hundreds of the

| young men who would be entitled to

cast their first vote on the 2nd day of
January next. This cannot be regard-
ed otherwise than as a cowardly expe-
dient which should be indignantly re-
sented by the young men whose fran-
chise ‘has been denied them,

Further resolved, that the action of
the government is deserving of censure
in bringing on the elections during the
Christmas holiday season, when good-
will, and not political controversy,
should prevail, and when full and fair
public discussion is impossible without
interference with business, requiring,
a® it does, the constant attention of
those engaged in the commercial acti-
vities of the cofnmunity.

This was carried unanimously.

R. B. Emerson also moved the follow-
ing, which was seconded by Mr, Alex-
ander, and carried :

Resolved, that under our system of
representative responsible government
all vacancies in the representation
should be filled as speedily as conve-
nient after they take place, and any
departure from this policy, especially
as in the case of Saint John, where
nearly a year has elapsed, is contrary
to the spirit and purpose of our sys-
tem of government, and is deserving
of strong condemration.

John E. Wilson vigorously scored Mr.
Robertson for his statements in regard
to’ the reasons why the people of this
oity should support the local govern-
ment; and moved the following reso-
lution, second2d by Col. Markham :

Resolved, that the action of the gov-
ernment in leaving Saint John unre-
presented in the executive of the pro-
vince, where s0 many important inter-

'estg are involved and needing careful

consideration, is regrettable, and cause
for condemnation of the government.

This was also carried without a dis-
senting voice.

W. D. Baskin moved and ''W. F.
Hatheway seconded the next resolu-
tion, which read as follows:

Resolved, That in the opinion of this
meeting the large and oontinuing in-
crease in the public debt of the pro-
vince, and the c¢xtravagance which
characterizes the management of af-
fairs by the present government,
which resulted in the imposition of
new forms of direct taxation, should
be condemned by the people of the
province, and especially by the. peo-
rle of this constituency, by whom the
burden of such taxation Is in a. large
measure borne.

Amid loud applause J. B. M. Baxter
stepped forward to move a resolution.
Mr. Baxter predicted that the Tweedie
government will lose this by-election in
St. John, and this will:be one of & pro-
cessicn, a fact that will eventually de-
termine the downfall of the present
government. In 1899 the opposition
Icader first moved for thk adoption of
a secret ballot, the government voted
down thLis motion amid great triumph.
This action should be dgplored and in
no unmistakable terms. Subsequently
the opposition leader was successful in
cerrying the measure through the
house. Mr. Baxter then read the fol-
lowing: 5

Resolved, That this meeting heartily
approves of the action of the local op-
rosition in persistently agitating in the
legislature and in the election cam-
paign of 1903 for a change in the elec-
tion law with such successful results
that legislature has enacted at the
lest sesaion which »rovides for a secret
ballot and will allow electors to exer-
cige their franchise without fear of
coercion or intimidation and according
to the dictates of their own conscience.

This was econded and carried unani-
mously.

E. R. Chapman moved the next re-
solution, which was also carried.

Resolved, That this meeting views
with satisfaction the action of the
local opposition in securing the adop-
tion of the principle “one man, one
vote” and the consequent abolition of
the non-resident vote, but condenms
in the strongest possible terms the ac-
tion of the government in refusing to
extend that principle in full to St. John
constituencies, thus declaring in ef-
fect that the electors in the two St.
John constituencies are not so well
qualified as those of other counties in
New Brunswick to be trusted with the
control of their own affairs.

L. P. D. Tilley moved that the party
at once organize for the campaign.
This was seconded and carried.

The chairman pointed out the places
of meeting in the different wards and
the meeting closed with cheers for
the King and the candidate.

Robert Maxwell was born In Fred-
ericton in 1858, He received his edu-
cation in the capital city, and served
Lis apprenticeship under his father,
John Maxwell, who was a masonry
contractor. In 1B77 he came to St.
John and for six years worked as a
journeyman and then became partner
of William Causey, in the firm of
Causey and Maxwell. This firm con-
tinued In business until 1895, when Mr.
Cansey died. Since that time Mr. Max-
well has conducted the business alone,
Several large public and private build-
ings have been erected under Ald. Max-
well's supervision, Among these may
be mentioned the Union Baptist Sem-
inary at St. Martins, Centennial school
in this city, Stone church Sunday

school, residence of the late Sir Leo-
‘nard Tilley, now ocoupied by Lady
Tilley, the C. H. Peter's block; the
Main street Baptist church, the Science
building at the University of New

ck, C. H. Peter's residence on
Leinster street, Wim. Shaw’s block of

Brown paper box factory, Canterbury
street, and other buildings of note.
Mr, Maxwell was elected to the board
of school trustees in 1897 and has serv-
ed continuously since that time. In
1898 he became alderman for Prince
ward in the common council, and war-
den of the county of St. John in 1899.
He is past grand worthy patriarch of
the BSons of Temperance of New
Brunswick, past grand lecturer of the
Orange Society of New Brunswick,
ard past chief ranger of the Independ-
ent Order of Foresters. He also be-
longs to the Xnighte of Pythias and
th» Arsfent Order of United Warkor-n.

FOUND DEATH IN
SAVING A FRIEND.

James P. Gaie Died on

Saturday

As a Result of injuries Regeived
While Rescuing Archie Frith In

the Restigouche River.

- -

The death of James P. Caile, a well
known citizen of 8t. John, occurred at
an early hour on Saturday morning.
Mr. Cale was the fourth son of the late
Hon. W. 8. Caie of Kent county, who
represented Kent in the provincial par-
liament previous to confederation, and
later a member of the legislative coun-
cil.

After the death of hid father, who
was one Of the most prominent New
Brunswick advocates of confederation,
and largely interested in Ilumbering
and shipbuilding, the weceased and nis
brother Arthur carried on the extensive
business which he had established. The
estater was wound up about fifteen
years ago, and the lumbering interests
sold to George McLeod, the present
owner.

Mr. Caije then, in company with his
two brothers-in-law, ‘Frank and Sidney
Patterson, now of St. John, founded
the Richibucto Review, which.ig still
in existence. He afterwards came to
St, John, and for some years repre.
sented the late Joseph Finlay on the
road, and later embarked in business
for himself, being senior partner in the
firh of Caie & Wilson, wholesale gro-
cers and commission merchants. Mr.
‘Wilson withdrew after some years, and
the business was carried on under the
name of Caje & Co. For a number of
Years previous to his death the de-
ceased was the maritime province re-
presentative of a number of leading
Quebec firms.

Between three and four years ago
Mr, Caie performed an act which is
the supreme test of a man’s courage.
A young man named Archie Frith fell
into the swiftly flowing waters of the
Restigouche, and would undoubtedly
have perished had it not been for the
brave and prompt action of Mr. Caie,
who wag fishing near the scene of tha
accident. Observing the young man’s
peril, without hesitation he jumped
into the icy waters, and with great
difficulty succeeded .in rescuing him.
The effort ultimately cost him his life,
however, as from injuries he received
he was never again a well man. Last
‘May he was obliged to give up busi-
ness altogether, and since then he has
been gradually sinking, until his death
on Saturday morning.

Mr. Caie’s act of conspicuous courage
was recognized by the Royal Canadian
Humane Association, who publicly pre-
sented him with the society medal.
This was the fifth person whom he had
saved from death by drowning.

Mr. Caie was educated at Mt. Alli-
son College, as were all his brothers.
He was of a genial and optimistic dis-
position, and his friends were legion.
He was one of the most popular and
best known commercial men on the
road, and his death will be heard with
sincere sorrow by all who knew him.

Ee is survived by four brothers—
Robert, one of Yarmouth’s leading
financiers and business men; John of
Ke.nt Co., H. Arthur of Boston, and
Joseph C, who went west some years
ago and who has not been heard from
from for a long time—and one sister,
Mrs. Wright of Richibucto.

His widow is a daughter of the late
James Pierce Patterson of this city.
The children are Mrs. T. B. Tozer of
Campbellton; William, May and
Helen, who reside with their mother,
2% Paddock street, from which address
the funeral will be held on Tuesday
afternoon at half-past two.

The Big Market Square Building Had

a Narrow Escape—Loss Falrly

Well Covered by Insurance.

- o

St. John was again visited by. fire
Saturday night, when for two hours
the fire department fought to save the
four story Melick building, on the cor-
ner of Dock street and Market square,
and the stock which it contained. The
fire, which broke out at elevén o’clock,
was not brought under control until it
had seriously damaged the building and
almost completely  ruined the. large
stock of dry goods and ladies’ and
gents’ furnishinge. Most of this stock
belonged to Wilcox Brothers, who had
the store rented, but a portion was
owned by Joseph Corkery, successor to
McCullough, on Market square:

The firemen were soon on the spot
after the first alarm was sounded, but
it was some time before the ladders
were got in position and a stream of
water on the fire. Smoke was issuing
from all the windows above the
ground flat, and at first glance it looked
as if the whole interior was on fire and
that there was ndt the slightest chance
of saving the building, to say nothing
of the valuable stock, which, being of
a highly inflammable material, fell a
ready prey to the flames. There seem-
ed to be some difficulty in getting the
ladders in position on the Market
square side, and while this was going
on a stream. of water was turned on
the buflding on Dock street next to the
Melick building, but it was not kept
there very long, as it soon became evi-
dent that that was not the spot where
it was most needed.

By this time two or three streams of
water were pouring into the front
rooms of the second and third flats,
and in a few moments the bright glare
gave way to a dense and stifling smoke.
Two engines which had taken up their
positions on the square wére pumping
and hose was connected with a hydrant
on Dock street. The men worked on
the ground floor also, where there was
no fire, endeavoring to cover up the
goods. While this task was accomplish-
ed to a certain extent, the greater part
of the gents’ furnishings, etc.,, were
ruined by water, which soaked through
the ceiling.

The stock of dry goods in the store
of Joseph Corkery, which is situated in
the Melick building, facing the square,
was damaged by water and semoke to
the extent of filve hundred dollars or
more. Mr. Corkery has not a cent of
insurance.

At midnight the fire was campjetely
under control, although it continued to
burn for some time after that. Then
and only then, was it possible to ascer-
tain the approximate amount of the
damage and it was not until the mor-
row that the owners of the building
and goods were able to figure the loss
closely. The interior of the building
yesterday presented a sorry sight, On
the second flat, which was occupied by
Wilcox Brothers, the walls and floor
were burned to a charred mass. The
third floor, which is occupied by Sam-
vel K. Cohen, proprietor of the Am-
erican Cloak Co., for a work room, was
strewn with half burned water soaked
goods, while the interior of the rooms
were black with the smoke and drip-|
ping with the water that formed dirty|
pools, which in turn gradually soaked |
through to the. rooms below. The|
fourth and upper flat of the building!
was unoccupied and the fire did hot|
reach that section., The ground floor
on which are situated the stores of
Wilcox Brothers, and Corkery, facing
the square; of E. Friel and another
store of Wilcox Brothers, facing on
Dock street, was not touched by the
fire, but the goods in the store of Wil-
cox Brothers, facing the square, which
was directly under the fire, were al-
most entirely ruined by water. One;
member of the firm said that among
the saturated clothes now lying on the
floor are over one hundred valuable
overcoats, while the amount of small
ware is great. A portion of the goods
at the beginning of the fire was trans-
ferred to the Dock street store and
was therefore unharmed, but it was|
impossiktle to think of getting it all|
out. .

Mr. Cohen, who is ~-orking for Wil- |
cox Brothers, and who employs ten or
twelve girls, is at present in New
York, and a telegram was sent telling
him of the fire. His rooms extended
out over Mr. Corkery’s store, which
accounts for the damage done to the
latter’s goods.

The firm of Wilcox Bros. is composed
of J. T. Wilcox and C. V. Wilcox, both !
regiding in the west end. Another
brother is employed in the store. They
rent the entire building from Fred C. |
Melick and sub-rent the portions not |
required for their business.

ORIGIN OF THE FIRE.

Just how the fire was started is not
known and is more or less a mystery
to those concerned. Both members of
the Wilcox firm had been in the store |
all the eevning, which on account of |
it being Saturday night was kept open. i
They left the building at ten minutes |
to eleven and had jusi reached the
ferry floats when the alarm was sound-
ed. As they had been the last to eave
the store they were naturally surprised
to learn that the fire was in their store. |
It is Leld by some that the fire origi-
rated in the third flat, which is occu-
pied by Mr. Cohen. He has a large
iron heating stove there, and as there
was only a layer of brick between ihe
floor and the bottom of the stove it
was suggested that the heat might
have charred the wood, which ignited.
This would hardly seem to be the case,
however, in view of the fact that Mr.
Cchen’s store is closed every night at
five o’clock.

Judging from the outward appear-
ance of the fire it would seem that the
conflagration had kegun on the second
flat, but as yet the firemen are not
2ble to say where it originated.

Moscow Riots Result in Terrible

Fight Between Students and |

Police— Were Crying “Down
With War.”

MOSCOW, Dec. 18.—Police and Cos-
sacks today dispersed a demonstra-
tion of three thousand students who
had assembled in the principal streets
and in front of the governor’s palace. |

Three hundred of the students were!
arrested. Sixty were wounded.

The police had orders to exclude -de-
monstrators from the precincts of the
palace of Grand Duke Sergius, but the
demonstrators ignored all warnings
and pushed along Tverskia street,
shouting “Down with the war” and
singing revolutionary songs. They

fused to disperse. After a few blank
cartridges had been fired from the Ye-
volvers of the police the latter drew
their swords and, with the assistance
of gendarmeres and Cossacks, drove
the demonstrators of both sexes into
the neighboring streets, including the
boulevard Punchkin, where the strug-
gle was continued around Puchkin’'s

participate but apoeared to disapprove
of the demonstration. The students
had counted on the co-operation of the
workingmen, but' employvers, by a
threat to withhold the customary New
Year gifts, induced the men to ab-
stain. !

After many collisions, the police fir-
ing blank volleys and charging with
their sabres, the crowds were finally
dispersead. Many were wounded and
more weore arresteéd. As far ag fs
known none of the rioters were actu-
ally killed. Many shops were turned
into hospitals, where the wounds ofy
both rioters and police were temporar-
ily dressed.
