Sir : You will repair. without delay, o the Ca-
nada frontier of the United Stytes, and assume the
military command there.

tlerewith you will receive daplieate letters to the
Governors of the States of New-York and Vermont
requesting them to call into the service of the Uni-
ted Stages such a militia force as you may deem ne-
cessary fot the defence of thut frotitier of the United
States.

‘This power has been confided to you in the full
persuaasion that you will use it discreetly, and ex-
tend the call only so far as circumstanices may seem
1o require,

1t is important that the troops called into the ser-
vice should be, if possible, exempt from that state
of excitement which the lnte violation of our territo-
ty has ereated, and you will therifore impross upon
the Governors of these border Stutes the propriety
of selecting troops-from a portion of the State dis-
tant from the theatre of action.

The Fxecutive possesses no legal anthority to
employ the military force to restrain persons with-
in our jarisdiction, and who ought to be under our
contranl, from violating the laws, by making incur-

{ sions itite the tetritory of teighbouring and ftiendly

nations, with hostile intent. 1 can give you, there-
fore, no istractions on that subject ; bt request
that you wilt use your influence to ptevent. such
excesses, and to preserve the character of (liis Go-
vettitent for good fuith and a proper regard for the
tighta of friendly Powers,

‘I'he militia will be called into the service for three
inonithdunless sootier discharged : and in your re-
quisitions you wil! designate the nmmber of men,
and take care that the officers do not exceed a due
proportion, 2

It is deomed important that the administrative
branch of the setvice should be conducted, wherev-
er llmclimhle, by vflicers of the regilat ariny.

‘T'he position of the force, with regard to the points
to be veeupied, is cotfided to yotit discretiot, mili-
tary skill, atdd intimnte knowledge of tho country ;
and the amonut of that force must depend upon t{le
chatacter and duration of the contest now going on
in Canady, aud the disposition manifested by the
people and the' public authorities of that colony.

The President indulges a hope that outrages si-
milar to that which lately occnrred at Schlosser, will
not be repeated : and that you will be able to main-
tait the pente of that frohtier withont being ealled
upon to use the force which has been confided to
yoil.
