Capt. Newton Here To Arrange For Joint Delegation To Urge
On Government Importance Of More Such Facilities In

Canada—Representatives

Citizens To Leave For Ottawa

Next Week—Capt. Newton Defines His Position.

Capt. D. O .C.:Newton, who has been
expected here for some days in the
interest of the proposed drydock for
St. John, arrived in the city yesterday.

As one result of his visit joint de-
legations from 8t.John and Quebee will
probably go to Ottawa next week to
urge upon the Government the import-
ance of building drydocks at these
two cities.

Speaking to a Standard reporter last
evening Capt. Newton briefly gave the
purpose of his visit. “I came down,”
he sald, “to look over the ground as
Harland and Wolff, acting in conjunc-
tion with large shipping interests in
Canada are thinking of establishing a
dry dock In '8t. John, and I am ar-
ranging for representatives from St.
John to join a deputation to wait upon
Sir Wilfrid Laurier and urge upon the
Government the necessity of building
more ‘docks in Canade.”

Asked if he had been in Quebec,
Capt. Newton said he had been in that
city on the same mission, and he hop-
ed a joint delegation répresenting both
8t. John and Quebec would leave for
Ottaws next week.

It 1s understood that Capt. Newton'’s
visit here is not in comnection with

ship building, but relates only to the
building of a drydock.

On his arrival at' noon yesterday he
was entertained at luncheon at the
Unlon Club by Mr. W. E. Foster, pre-
sident of the Board of Trade, Mr. T.
H. Estabrooks and Mr. W. H. Thorne,
weré also present.

In the afternoon Capt, Newton had
a conference with Mr. Geo. Robinson,
president of the Imperial Drydock Co.

GITY ASKED T0 TRY
"FLUID ASPHALT*
A3 NEW PAVEMENT

Toronto Firm Has New Pro-
duct To Offer — Cheaper
Than Tarvia—City Engineer
Is Investigating.

The Commeon -€ouncil will probab-
ly have another -paving proposition
before them before very long, as the
city engineer: is in - communication
with the British American Oil Com-
pany, of Toronto, with reference to
a product called Vulcan Fluid As
phalt, manufactured by the company.

This paving substance has been
largely useéd in Toronto and the sub-
urbs, and also on country roads, and
is highly recommerded. The Com-
pany have made representations to
Mr. Murdoch, and he has written the
Toronto City Engineer for confirma-
tion of the claims made by the firm
for the good qualities of the material.

It is understood this paving sub-
stance is 80ld at a comparatively
cheap rate in Toronto. The price in
liquid form is about $2.30 a barrel.
As each barrel contains about forty
gallogs, this flgures out about six
cents a gallon. Only one-half to three
quarters of a gallon are required for
one square yard, and an average cost
would probably be about four cents
a square yard,

To this charge would be added the
freight from Toronto. There seems
little doubt, however, that the mix-
ture. would be considerably cheaper
than the “Tarira A,” supplied by a
local firm and used in Unlon street,
which cost about $4.00 a barrel.

Mr. Murdoch’s own mixture, which
is laid at the foot of King street, costs
about 15 cents a barrel cheaper than
this. 'It remains to be seen if the
Toronto firm can supply as good a
product,

FIFTY PER GENT.
OF POTATO CROP
DESTROYED BY ROT

Montreal Alarmed Over Re-
ports From This Province—
W. W. Hubbard Confirms
Bad News.

Montrear advices recelved by The
Standard last evening stated that con-
siderable’ anxiety was felt in the pro-
duce market on account of a report
received from New Brumswick to the
effect that fifty per cent of the potato
crop had been destroyed by the rot.

Mr. W. W. Hubbard, secretary of
the department of agriculture asked
as to the veracity of this report stated
that unfortunately it was true and
that one  half of the crop had been
The rot, he said was
caused by a fungus, the spores of
which were always present, but it was
only during a wet season that much
damge was caused.

This year there had been an unusual
amountof warm wet weather and as
a result the damage done had been
very great. While the rot was general
throughout the province it was partic-
ularly felt in Carleton county. The
rot could be prevented, Mr. Hubbard
added, if the farmers would spray
their potatoes during the season with
a solution of bordeaux.

Asked .as to the condition of the
fruit crop, Mr. Hubbard sald that the
yield was aneven but the quality of
the fruit was very good. The demand

TARIFF REDUGTION
ON LUMBER WILL
INCREASE THE GUT

J.'D. McLaughlin Here Says
Lumbermen Are Taking
Advantage Of Lower Rate
To States.

That the reduction of the ¥. 8, lum-
ber tariff will result in a largely in-
creased cut on the Upper St. John
and more successful competition with
Maine lumbermen, is the opinion of
Mr. J. D. McLaughlin, of Hill Cove,
Queens county, the well-known lumber-
man who arrived in the city yester-
day,

Mr. McLaughlin is carrying on big
operations on the Tobique this year,
and by the end of next week will
have six camps of men at work. He
is operating on the extensive Stetson,
Cutler & Company limits and his field
of activity extends along both bauks of
the Tobique for the greater part of
its course.

Mr. McLaughlin sald last evening
that as a matter of fact the outlook
for the lumber market was no bright-
er than it had been for several months,
but that the advantage of the lower
rate on lumber shipped to the United
States had led many up-river lumber-
men to increase their cut. He pre-
dicted that the cut would be heavier
than it had been for several years.

He had no difficulty in securing men
to go into the woods. The Maine
lumbermen were complaining but this
was another result of the tariff reduc-
tion and the New Brunswick men
would benefit by it.

Business in general, Mr. McLaugh-
lin added, was none too good up riv-
er. Farmers had been hard hit by
the potato rot and many were st\ring
thousands of barrels rather than selt
at the price offered.

Some fields had rotted to the exteat
of twenty-five barrels to the acre, and
the outlook was rather discouraging.
The oats had been a good crop but had
been damaged in harvesting.
