Montreal Editors Before Bar 
of Legislative Council 

Yesterday,Toronto, Jan. 28.—Bx-Prealdent WII- 
Mam H. Taft this evening delivered 
before the Literary and Scientific So­
ciety of the University of Toronto ân 
address on popular government.

Canada, he said, with eight millions 
of people, had the advantage of pro­
fiting by the mistakes of the United 
States with a population of ninety 
million. In the past Canada had ex­
hibited discretion In studying the de­
fects that the Unitet^ States systems 
had developed and In seeking to avoid 
them. Popular government should not 
be made a fetish. It was a means tq 
an end, and it any form of popular 
government did not serve society Imst 
Its adoption or continuance was m>t 
justified. It was important that the 
majority in Its rule should be llitlited 
and controlled. The Magna Charts se­
cured for the citizen a practical pro­
cedure by which he was most likely 
to secure justice. The principles con­
tained in it were practical remedies 
for the vindication of the right of the 
individual. That was why Anglo-Saxou 
liberty had proved to be the light of 
freedom In the world.

Dealing with woman suffrage, Mr. 
Taft said that the gentler sex, in or­
der to prove their case, must show 
either that they are suffering as u 
class because they have not the right 
to vote, or that, if added as part of

the electorate, they would so Improve 
the wisdom and patriotism of the el­
ectorate that it would be better for all 
the people. Militancy he character* 
Ized as •hysteria* and a lack of a sen­
se of proportion in those who partici­
pate in it does not commend them as 
a wholesome addition to the elector­
ate.’ In the end he believed that 
woman suffrage was inevitable.

Regarding the growth of corpora­
tions and the limitation of their pow­
er, he said: ‘No > such great popular 
movement can be carried to ft suc­
cessful issue without a swinging of 
the pendulum beyond the meridian 
line and into excesses that are them­
selves unjust, unwise and likely to 
involve some detriment to the public 
weal. It ip a pari of the cost we have 
to pay in curing the original disease.’

In conclusion, Mr. Taft said: ‘You 
are having a tremendous industrial 
expansion and you are likely to run, 
unless you are caretul, into the same 
condition with respect to corporate 
control and the danger of plutocracy 
we have encountered. I sincerely hope 
that our experience may give you 
warning and that you may tabe promp 
ter steps than we did to prevent it 
reaching the danger point, 
too, that because you take up the 
necessary restrictive measures earlier 
you may avoid the excesses of reform 
that we are now having to meet*

Hon. Mr. Rogers Scores Oppo­

Refuse to Make Direct Charges 
Against More Than Two 
Members of Council on Their 
Qwn Responsibility,

Quebec. Jan. 28.--Chief interest l(f 
the Quebec scandal today centered in 
the appearance of Messrs. Nichols 
aug MacNab before the bar of the 
legislative council. The proceedings 
here were practically a repetition of 
what occurred in the assembly yester­
day, and the newspaper men would 
make no direct charges on their own 
responsibility against any other coun- « 
cillors but Hon. Messrs. Berard and 
Bergevln, though they repeated the 
names of Hon. 
aud Gilman as having been furnished 
the Burns detectives by Mr. Mousseau, 
chairman of the private bills commit­
tee in the lower house.

Messrs. Nichols and MacNab said 
they had no personal knowledge of the 
party or parties who originated the 
attempt to investigate the manner ia 
which legislation Is enacted at Quebec 
and later on employed the Burns de­
tectives. They professed the same ig­
norance as to who had furnished the 
money to retain the services of the 
detectives and purchase the Influence 
of legislators.

There was some commotion when 
the Mail men were detained at the 
bar for refusing to give a straight 
“yes” or “no” answer as to whether 
they had accusation to lay against any 
other members of the house, but Ber­
ard and Bergevln for having received 
bribes in connection with the passage 
of the Montreal Pair bill.

The question, however, was finally 
allowed and Messrs. MacNab 
Nichols said they would take no per­
sonal responsibility for any accusa­
tions against other members than the 
two specifically mentioned.

This concluded the examination in 
the upper house, and the scene now 
shifts In both houses to the special 
committees of investigation, where 
the fullest evidence will be given. It 
is generally considered that the ex­
aminations before the bar have been 
somewhat In the nature of a curtain- 
raiser, and that the real work wit! 
hardly begin until Mr. Beck and the 
detectives appear to explain the Inner 
workings of the coup which they ef­
fected.

Tomorrow morning the editors will 
appear before the investigation com­
mittee of the council.
