London, May: 2—The Times pub-
lishes the following letter from the
Earl of Denbigh, next to the Duke of
Norfolk, one of the mest distinguished
and influential Catholic  lay-

“In your 4ssue of April 25th, a quota-
tion from the New York Times beging
as follows:—'To murderers of priests,
to ravishers of nuns, to destroyers of
churches and cathedrals, to slayers of
Catholics on Good Friday at mass in
Paris, the Irjsh Catholic hierarchy
now turns in frjendship.’ As an Eng-
lish Catholie, who has suffered sorely
in this war, though convinced that my
sons have died fn a great cause, I cag-
not blame anybody who comes to the
same conelusion as the New York
Times. A

“It almost makes me ashamed of the
name Catholic to see the action now
taken by the Irish hierarchy to com-
bat and resist the law, This is a mea-
sure of sélfdiscipline and self-denial
submitted to by all the allies. It has
proved to be necessary for proteoting
the world, themselves and all they

hold dear and sacred, from the brutal
savagery of the mad, and ruthless na-
tion endeavoring to obtain a mastery
over mankind for its own purposes. I,
cannot believe the bishops and priests
of Ireland are desirous of seeing the
victory of Germany in this war. Thelr
action in thus placing themselves at
the head of the wild and spiteful polit-
ical move is {mcomprehensible, it is
equally humiliating to Catholics out-
side of Ireland and also to many in
Ireland to see ‘the sacred rights of
our religion used in this manner.

TO DUTCH THRONE

There is one reason that might
prompt, & German attack on Holland
that was not present in the case of Bel-
glum, Roumania or Serbia, and would
not be operative as regards any other
European countries but Holland and
Great Britain.
