CLEAN ELECTION N KINGS

]

Refuse to Sign Agreement Presented by Opposition Not to
Spend Any Money for Bribery, Liquor or lliedal Acts in
Approaching Contest---Conference at Hampton Mon-

day Fruitless.

Hampton, Kings county, Feb. 10.—The
two committees appointed by the nomia-
stion convention of the government and
oppoeition parties, respectfully, in Kings
gounty, met this morning at 10 o’clock in
the probate court room here. The gov-
ernment “paz_*ty men were Ora P. King,
Henry Gilbert, H. P. Robinson and J.
M. Scovil. Those of the opposition were
James A. Moore, F. C. Bogart, A. B.
Smith and Samuel A. McLeod.

After a brief exchange ot courtesies,
Mr. Moore submitted the following draft
proposition for discussion and approved
by the government party committee:

At the nominating convention of the opposi-
tion party in Kings county, held on Thurs-
day, Jan. 30, 1908, at Hampton, the following
resolution was unanimously adopted:

““Whereas, the use of money for improper
purposes in elections has become a crying
scandal in Canada,

“‘Therefore resolved, that we, the opposi-
tion party of Kings county, in convention
assembled, do hereby express our strong dis-
approval of such use of money for the pur-
pose of debauching the electorate,

‘“And further resolved, that a. committee
of five be appointed from this convention for
the purpose of meeting a like number from
the govern.g@:nt convention in order that ar-
rangements may be made which will insure
the running of an absolutely clean contest in
the present campaign.’”’

In conformity with this resolution the fol-
lowing committee was duly appointed to re-
present the opposition party in this matter:
Jas. A, F. C. Bryant, E. L. Per-
kins, A. R. Smith, S. A. McLeod.

Acting under the authority vested in us
by the opposition party in convention as-
sembled, we hereby make the following pro-
position to the committee appointed by the
government party in this county to discuss
the above subject, siz:

1. That no money shall be paid, either di-
rectly or indirectly for the purchase of votes.

2. That no Intoxicating liguor shall be
furnished electors by the candidates or their
egents for use in this election.

3. That no entertainment shall be furnish-
ed electors by the candidates or their agents
either on the day of polling or on nomina-
tion day.

4. That no money, tickets or passes shall
be supplied by the candidates or their agents
to provide railway transportation to voters
either to the polls or nomination proceed-

In connection with the above proposition,
this committee desires to state on behalf of
the opposition party in Kings county that
we have no amount of money, nor have we
§n contemplation the raising of any election

d for other than legitimate expenses.
he candidates representing the opposition
party in Kings county have contributed no
tated a t of for election pur-
roses, nor have they been asked for any
tated sum. The money necessary for legiti-
mate purposes of the campaign is the only
und the opposition party in Kings county
ave or will have, and to this fund the op-
position candidates, in common with sup-
porters of the party, will contribute as the
gal expenses of the election may require.

This committee desires to state that, on
Pehalf of the opposition party in Kings
pounty, we are authorized to say that no

rson approached as a possible candidate for

is party previous to the nomination con~
vention was asked for a contribution of any
emount to any fund other than that re-
guired for the legitimate expenses of the
campaign.

Any newspaper reports tending to create
an impression other than this stated, we
utterly disclaim, and any misunderstanding
that may have arisen between any person
discussed as a possible candidate in this elec-
tion, and any supporters of the opposition
parly is utterly and absolutely apart -from
the question at issue, :

With these facts before you we request
that the representatives of the government
party in this county make such arrangements
with the representatives of the opposition
party as will insure the running of an ab-
solutely clean contest in the present cam-
paign.

No discussion was had upon the general
merits or any particular detail of the op-
position paper, and after eecuring a type
written copy the government party com-
mittee went off to their headquarters at
Heath Hall, to prepare their counter
blast, leaving the opposition men. waiting

for an hour and a half for the acceptance|:

The opposition committee’s denial that
any of their candidates had contributed
or had been asked to contribute any stated
sum towards an election fund, and that
any election fund existed other than that
for legal electoral requirements, was met
by the request that 8. A. McLeod would
place \in their hands his denial over his
own signature that he had approached a
possible candidate with a demand for a
stated sum, to form, together with similar
amount from another possible candidate,
an election fund for the purpose of con-
ducting the approaching campaign. Na-
turally, in view of the expressed disclaim-
or and repudiation by the opposition com-
mittee contained in the last paragraph
but one of their proposition, Mr. McLeod
declined to comply with the request of
the government party committee, seeing
that it was their evident intention to re-
ject all overtures for the mutual adoption
of measures for carrying out the views
of the respective nomination conventions.
This intention the opposition committee
felt was still further proved by the de-
mand that negotiations should cease until

all sorts of election rumors and canards|
involving the bonafides of the committee |

find Scotch coal good enough if he tried it.

Continuing, Dr. McInerney said among
the few spasmodic promises before the
elections was the government's expressed
intention to send gentlemen to the old
country in the cause of immigration. He
ridiculed Hon. James Barnes’ idea of
Japanese labor, referring to him as gentle
James, who after consulting the Delphian
oracle on the banks of the Buctouche,

had passed into an hypnotic sleep strong-
ly suggestive of chloroform, only to bob.up
again as somebody with a high sounding,

' title. One thing was certain, he said, New

Brunswick must be a white man’s prov-
ince. They wanted no Mongolian to take
up the white man’s burden. (Cheers.)
In closing Dr. McInerney spoke of the
grand reports coming in from all over thg
province and the fact that among opposi-
tion candidates were some of the best men
engaged in industrial pursuits. There was
victory, he said, in every breeze and they
must stand together and work for thej
good cause they all had at beart. !

Turning to a consideration of the gov-
ernment’s claim for recognition, he said
things for which the government claimed :
credit were the passing of the mechanics |
lien act, the woodsmen’s lien act and other |
measures for the relief of working men.
As a matter of fact all these laws were
forced from them at the point of the
bayonet, and had it not been for the work
of the opposition not one of them would
have become law. (Cheers).

The speaker then turned to the consid-;
eration of the financial record of the gov-
ernment. This, he said, was /‘the most re-
markable aspect of their career of which
anyone could speak. The financial critic
of the opposition challenged the statement
»f the premier and provincial secretary
that there is a surplus of between $8,000
and $9,000, and claimed there was a large
deficit. .

When the premier was challenged by Mr.
Flemming he promptly threw up the prov-
incial secretaryship, placing the burden on !
the shoulders of Mr. Allen, a gentleman
who formerly lived in Shediac and who
has been fed with dominion pap for the i
last seven years. (Laughter). The gov-|
ernment said what was the use of turning
over the legislature to Mr. Hazen, who
was a novice, but they contradicted them-
selves by giving the highest office in the
province to a gentleman who never was in
the local legislature and who never would
be. (Cheers). 1

‘When Mr. Pugsley was premier he claim- '
ed he had a nice little surplus, but when '
the local opposition asked what was the
balance due to the various banks they
found out it was $192,666.75. He challenged |
the premier or provincial secretary to!
prove that this was not the amount of the |
overdraft or that the accounts in all de-
partments were not -overdrawn.

The enormous expenditure, Mr. Maxwell |
pointed out, had been going on in the face
of an increasing revenue. In 1807 the in- |
crease was $100,000 more than they had
the year before.

Independent Auditor Geeneral. !

Mr. Hazen promised, if returned to |
power, he would introduce legislation mak-
ing the auditor-general independent of par-|
liament. He also promised to repeal the !
highway act and immediately the premier
promised the same things. The local op-
position, Mr. Maxwell continued, had for
years been fighting the school book ring.
Mr. Robinson now proposed to appoint a
commission to consider this question. But
he would not consent that the public ac-
counts should be examined by a proper
comimission. [

Time and time again the opposition had
asked for the accounts of the Central rail-!
way, but unsuccessfully. The fact was

| that many bills which were supposed to

go through the auditor-general’s office
never reached his hands. Further than
that, that official said that more than
$100,000 had been expended in public
works no detail of which had ever reached
him. The committee of auditors proposed
by Premier Robinson wouid be a farce, and
no one knew that better than he did.

Mr. Maxwell then went on to speak of
the increased dominion subsidy. He claims:
ed that instead of $130,000 the province
ought to receive $146,000. He went on to
point out that by law $15,000 of this $130,-
000 was to be allowed to lie at interest at
Ottawa to go towards paying off the bond-
ed debt of the province, instead of which
the money had all gone into general rev-
enue and been spent. He then charged
that the government had for years kept
ten per cent. off the teachers’ fees, there-
by destroying their usefulness. Now, at
the last moment, after years of effort on
the part of the opposition, the government
took credit for increasing their allowances.
They had not as yet announced the
amount, but he ventured to say it would
not be any more than the ten per cent.
would come to.

The government also claimed that, owing
to railway legislation passed before they
came into power, they had been saddled
with a debt of $1,000,000 when they came
into office. Even ' were this true, the
speaker claimed such a debt ought to have
been taken care of long ago out of the
ordinary revenue. The fact that they had
not in twenty-five years been able to pay
it off showed that they were unfit to be
continued longer at Fredericton. (Cheers).

Mr. Maxwell then went on to speak of
some of the expenditures made by the leg-
islature. He mwentioned the $48,000 or $50,-
000 spent on the work of consolidating the
Statutes of New Brunswick. This, he
said, benefited no one only.the lawyers.

: He was glad there were no lawyers on the

St. John ticket. This was the first time
the ticket had been clear of lawyers for
Jnany years. i

The government, he said, had taken
thousands of dollars out of the pockeis
of the people ostensibly for school books,
which, in reality, went into the pockets
He claimed it is well
within the mark to place the amount
thus paid out by the people at between
$60,000 and $65,000. Mr. Maxwell went
on to say that there had been many use-
less changes and that the old books were
better than those now in use.

The Railway Deals.

He then touched on the Central Rail-
way. The government claimed that they'
had helped St. John materially to build
their facilities but they had thrown away
more money on the New Brunswick (Coal
& Railway Company’s line than would
have built the whole of the terminal fa-,

ing of the International Railway. When
the matter was up in the house it was
stated that the first thirty-three miles
of the road were all that would be guar-
anteed. In epite of that Mr. Pugsley in-
troduced a bill at the next aession to
guarantee a total of $880,000 for the whole
road. More than that, no plans or pro-
files were ever put in the public works
department for more than the first thirty-
three miles. Mr. Malcolm, the speaker
went on, was the International Railway
Company and owned ° everything. They
were not through with it yet and if the
electorate was foolish enough to return
the government to power Mr. Maleolm
would be backed for another guarantee,
and it would mean more money expended
for the Central. He said there was one
way to prevent a further increase in the
bonded indebtedness of the province and
that. was to vote the whole opposition
ticket. (Loud and prolonged cheering.)

W. F. Hatheway.

W. F. Hatheway was received with loud
cheers. At the outset of his speech he
expressed a hope that there would be no
personalities in this campaign. He par-
ticularly wished the press to observe this,
and hoped that the candidates might go
through the wards diseumsing the issues in
a business like way.

All four government candidates 'were
well known to him. He believed also they
had the best interests of the provinece at
heart. He was sorry that Edward Sears
had declared himself opposed io the new
assessment act. He thought the electors
would do well to find the reason for this
opposition. The new assessment act pro-
posed to levy heavier taxes on the banks,
telegraph and telephone companies, and
Mr. Sears had opposed it.

Mr. Hatheway said he would at a future
meeting discuss more fully the question of
the lumber resources of the province. Only
one point he would touch on, a point of
vital interest to the people of Portland,
who depended so much on the saw mills
for their livelihood. This was the policy
of the International railway. It was the
aim of that road to bring the round logs
from the country which they cross and
transport them to St. Leonard’s and so
into the mills of Van Buren and other
United States points, where United States
workmen would reap the benefit of sawing
them into lumber.

Personally he declared himself in favor
of imposing a tax on logs thus transported
to the United States, the tax ensuring
work for the mills along the St. John

| river and all over the province.

Mr. Hatheway then turned to the
transportation question, one which must
scon come strongly before the electors.
Not once had the New Brunswick legisla-
ture protested against the proposed route
of the G. T. P. There were three alter-
native routes surveyed, and the one finally
chosen was the one farthest removed from
the St. John river. He asked why this
wae, and contended that the great influence

! of Nova Scotia was apparent in it.

Turning to the Central railway, he said
he was thoroughly conversant with that
road. He professed not to be able to

' understand why thoughtful business men,

such as Mr. Purdy and Mr. Lantalum un-
doubtedly were, could ever have been
satisfied to give the right to build the rail-
way to a company having no financial re-
sponsibility.

Cold Storage.

Mr. Hatheway next referred to the cold
storage warehouse. He sketched the his-
tory of the efforts made by F. E. Wil-
liams to establish such a plant in St. John.
The government of New Brunswick had
passed an act granting a subsidy of $60,000
to any company which would build and
equip such a plant. Mr. Pugsley, who was
then premier, told the house that it would
cost $85,000 to complete such a building.
This charter was given to George McAvity,
a gentleman whom the speaker never
knew to have any knowledge of cold stor-
age, but the government had every confi-
dence in him. It was stated then that a
company was formed and the premier, on
the floors of the house, said that they had
secured a lease of land in Portland worth
$1,500 for $500. He also stated that the
dominion government had undertaken to
build a spur into the property.

Six years passed away, and nothing was
done till Sir Frederick Borden, in Decem-
ber, 1906, had an act passed in Ottawa pro-
viding that $30,000 more would be granted
to any one building such a warehouse.
Immediately Mr. Williams, of St. John,
became busy to form his company. It was
remarkable, however, how little such men
as Mr. Williams could effect against such
big men as Sir Frederick Borden, who was
a cabinet minister and drew $8,000 a year.
Hon. Sidney Fisher, another cabinet min-
ister, wrote to Mr. Williams to say that
he had received an offer from his colleagues
and he did not approve of his (Mr. Wil-
liams’) scheme.

Mr. Hatheway continued that he had
never heard Sir Frederick Borden was par-
ticularly well up in cold storage. He was
minister of militia and spent miilions of
dollars every year in his department. He
knew all about colonels and captains, but
he never heard that he was an expert on
the cold storage of fruit or dairy produce.
However, when Mr. Williams went to Ot-
tawa he was taken into a room where the
minister of militia was, and was patted on

the shoulder in a patronizing way and:

told “I am going to sidetrack your scheme.
I have one of my own in which I am in-

i"herested.”

Mr. Hatheway then contended that the
New Brunswick government were to blame
in the first place because they did not in-
sert a proviso in the charter that it would
be forfeited unless operations were begun
before six years. The cold storage ware-
house would enter into competition with
Slipp & Flewelling, the butchers in the
market and all who conducted cold stor-
age on a small scale. For this reason, if
no other, they ought to have been care-
fully watched.

There was another point, however. When |

the legislature framed the charter provis-

ion was made that the property of the

company should be vested in the crown.
This was a disgrace, as neither the mayor
nor the corporation of St. John could levy
any taxes on the company till the bonds
became due. The speaker asked was it fair
to grant such privileges to a company com-

~

business of the province. He urged that
none should split the ticket and prophesied
that the opposition would be returned to
power on March 3.

Hatheway was rewarded with a burst of
loud applause. 5 i

Before the meeting broke up the chair
man called for three cheers for the King
and the candidates, which were given with
a hearty good will.

The senator is not satisfied
with being a member of the upper cham-
ber; he wishes to be the successful op-
ponent of G. W. Ganong, M. P., and in-
tends resigning at the next election to
contest the county once more. To:better
help his cause he is doing his best in the
election, hoping to convince the publis
that the present contest is a straight Libﬁ
eral and Conservative fight, ai which
several good Liberals and opponents wof
the present administration at Krederic-
ton are annoyed. But, that he is trap-
ping some of the leaders in his own party
is now quite plainly seen. Mr. Armstrong
'who is now a member of the government
ticket, is the first victim. 1t is well
kpown, and especially by the senator’s
friends, how bitterly Mr. Armstrong at-
tacked ‘‘the man with the barrel” at the
last election; also that Mr. Armstrong
was to be a candidate for the next Fed-
eral nomination and had a good chance
of defeating the senator for the candida-
ture. But now the senator has the field
to himself. He comes to Charlotte, has
Mr. Armstrong nominated for the present
ticket with the promise of a job if de-
feated, and thus has the way cleared for
himself. Just what offer Mr. Armstrong
has, is not known, but it must be quite
a recompense, as Mr. Armstrong surely
saw by the vote he received at the con-
vention—38 out of a possible 61—how he
stands with the party.
