right to cede water rights within the 

Irailway belt, because of the provincial 
Igrant of the land to the dominion.

Behind the suit great interests are 
Iinvolved, as the provincial government. 
I has for years been granting similar re­
cords and the B.C.E.R. plant at Lake 
Beautiful, one of the most extensive in 
the west, also the proposed Stave Lake 
Power company are operating under 
provincial rights.

If the dominion should win out, it 
would mean the upsetting of all the 
plans for the development of the coun­
try through electric power for years.
