1977," said Dean of Student Servi-
ces Peter Miller. "By the time we
were established governments had
started to limit the growth rate of
University funding.”

As a result of this low budget
priority, U of A Student Services has
had to resort to soliciting outside
funds for many of their programs.

"A most significant development

has been the collaboration of Stu-

dent Servnces and the Students’
Union,” added Miller, who credits
the creation of Career and Place-
ment Services to the SU.

Of the 94 full time staff positions
within Student Services 51 positions
are funded from sources external

to the university. Another 8 posi- -

tions are paid by "soft” university
funding which is not guaranteed
for subsequent years, according to
statistics provided by Student
Services.
