But bitter satire is not its aim.
The play has elements of rom-
ance and comedy woven through
it. and it is primarily a comedy.

It involves two old ladies who
have been cut off from the out-
side world for 26 years, and the
results of their sudden exposurc
to it after this period of hiberna-
tion.

Brooks Atkinson, drama critic
of the New York Times, is quot-
ed as saying: “Mr. Teichmann
knows how to write snappy lines

_ he has plastered the target
with gags from both barrels”.
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“It doesn’t make much dif-
ference whether you're doing 2
comedy or a serious play. Com-
edy can be a lot of fun in a way
if you enjoy getting laughs. The
really important thing is the feel-
ing of satisfaction after it's all
over. The only way you can tell
if it’s good is if the audience be-
gins to get involved™.
