Lately the editor of this
Me:hodist publication, printed for the
household, has been wearing a smile
that is childlike and bland bacause a
Jew and a Freemason has been elected
Mayor of Rome. Are Methodists
proud of a paper that seems to be in
sympathy with the enemies ol Chris-
tianity ? Are they satisfied with a
publication that refers to blustering
blasphemy as not ‘' very sentible re
marks,’”’ and has never a word against
those who revile all that should be
cherished by Christlans. The editor's
tactics are of the days when so called

The pre-
sumption is that the Catholic becomes
a member of the Y. M, C. A, not to
help the Church but to help himself,
because he cherishes the delusion that

THE DAILY PRESS AND THE
CHURCH.

The present number (December 7) of
the Civilita Cattolica contains an
article which may well be numbered
among the most interesting and im
portant of those that have appeared in
the great Jesuit Raview during the
filty eight years of its existence. It is
not a long article—it fills only sixteen
pages of the Civilta ; it 18 nota pro-
found article—any =an or woman who
can read a newspaper will be able to
understand every word of i5; it is not
an article that reveals any trath
hitherto ooncealed from thinkers —
when you have read it, you recognise
that the sixteen pages of 1t hardly con-
tains a fact that you did not already
know; there is not (at least on the
sarface) any spesial brillisnoy of style
about it—in faat, it leaves on you the
(mistakeu) impression that you coald
write as good an article yourself. [s is
ealled * The Omnipoteace of Journal
ism " and it begins with the pregnant
sentence : ** The world is governed by
public opinion, and this by journalism."’
Nine-tenths ol those who read news-
papers allow their ed'tors to do their
thinklng for them, and, as the Civilta
writer concisely puts it, * in public
life to day there is no other eriterion
of truth, honesty, uprightness, jastice,
exgept that waich is coined and admice
istered by journalism,”

In Catholic countries where Catholics
have been alive to this trath the
Charch and the cause of religlon more
than holds its own. The German
Castholies have unsed the press to suca
good purpose that they have been able
to form the great Ceatre Party, to put
an end to the Kaltarkampf, to send
Bismarck to Canossa, to crganise the
people politically, socially, economi-
cally. ‘' German Catholics,”’ said De.
Barth at the Oatholic Congress of
Rasisbon, '‘ had with them a great glft
from heaven as a harbinger ol better
days of firm and [sishfal unity, of
unwearying constansy in the struggle,
of defence ol the supreme interests of
the people and of humanity. Tals
gift 1s the Catholio press, robast, skil-
ful, agressive. Both as to quality and
quantity it has developed until it has
become & powar in publio lile which
cannot be ignored. . In the eourse of
ffty years the number of news-
papers resolutely Catholic has in-
creased from 5 or 6 to mearly 330
sod the aubicribers who after 1860
were not more than 50 or 60,000
divided among about & seore of news-
papers have since then increased _to

husdreds of thomssads aad millions,” )

The result is that the public opinion
of German Catholics is respacted in
Germany.

* In my opinion the great importance
of the press is not saficiently under
stoud oy the faithful., We are think
ing abont bailding charches, founding
congregastions, multiplying
for the orphans and the poor — sll of
them necessary ; but we forget that be
sides all thase needs there is one which
by the force of things surpasses all the
rest, that is the diffusion of the Catho
lic press. If the Catholic press is not
suficiently supported, encouraged,
raised to the position it onght to oce
cupy, the churches, if they be not
barned, will be deserted, the congre
gations will be maltiplied only to be
driven ont, and tha charitable instita-
tions and the schools themselves will
be taken away from the religion that
founded them. . . If the Catholics
put at the head of all their works that
o!f the press, as is being doue in Ger-
many, if they devoted 2 000 000 fraues
or 3,000 000 francs to it every year, it
is safe to say that everything would
change atonce and that the faith would
spring up again in hundreds of thous-
ands of intelligences.”’

Alas ! Alas!

What has happsned in France will
most certainly happen in Italy unless
something is done, The Corriere de
Italia of Rome, the Momento of Tarin,
the Avveanire d l:alia of Bologna, are
the only important Catholic news
pipers in the whole ot Italy, For
every person that reads them there
are fifty who are fed daily oan the tra
culent anti-clericalism of papers like
the Messaggero or who breathes the
more subtle poison of organs like the
Giornale d' Italia. The whole Catho
liz world must have besn shocked on
learning a few weeks ago that Rome,
the capital of the Christian universe,
had tailen into the hands of anti eleric-
als. Maoy explanatioas of this fact have
been advanced—but there is one fact
which of itselt suffices to explain the
ugly phenomenon. There is only one
Catholiec newspaper in Rome, while
there are half a dozen organs that av.w
more or less opealy their nostility to the
Coareh and the Holy See. Treatiog of
Italian journalism the writer in the
Civilta concludes : ** If Catholic jour
nalism is not developed, both in value

from anti-clerical joarnalism the mon-
oply of public opluion, history will
have to tell our grandchildren that
in the twentieth century I[taly was
redaced 80 low as to become a mere tail-
pieze of Jacobin and descadeat Fraves.

T'he article in the Civiita makes no
reference to the inflasnce of jrnrna'ism
upoa Catholicism in Eaglish-speaking
countries, The Haglish press Is almost
unsnimously anti-Catholic—of walice
prepense ; the American press not un
frequently shows a similar tendency—
malaly through ignorance, and beeaunse
its Oatholic newe from Earope comes to
it mostly from tainted sourees., In
short, it may be affirmed that through-
out the whole civillzed world to-day
the daily prees which makes pablic
opinion is useless, waen it is not openly
hostile, to the Catholic religlon. It
would be absard to put the blame of
this on *‘ the Church,” batit wounld be
idle to deny that wealthy and inflaen-
tial Catholies have not considered the
matter suffisiently. It is not neces-
sary, perhaps it ls not even possible, to
have great Catholic dailies In the
United States or in England, but even
short of this a great dea! might be done
to inform the tone of the press in a

Bat it has undergone
little change in all that time, Like
tie Hindoo religion it ceased to grow
shortly after its birth and to day it pre
sents unchanged the thoughts of men
who lived thirty centuries ago. The
Hindoo ideal is * Nirvana'’ or aonihila
tion, a condition to be reached throngh
absolute inactivity. Hence the true
Hindoo is essentially a dreamer—one
given to philosophic speculation, if you
will, but it is philosopby hardly worthy
of the name., The transmigration of
souls and the consequent sacredness of
all animals—!or they may bs tenanted
by humarn souls —are some of the absurd-
ities that Hindoo dreamers fall into.

No doubt the Hindoo believes he has
the most profound philosophy and
the highest religlon., Coutrast its
teachings with those of Christianity,
measure the results achieved unnder
its sway with those wrounght uander
Christian philosophy and ideals, and
we can best arrive at their worth, We
would not be surprised to ind a Hin
doo claiming superioricy for his phil-
osophy and his intellect. Bat we are
surprised that one who is sapposed to
know somsthing of Christiauity should
make the claim for him, But one may
