It was manifestly the desire of

Ch#ist that all His disciples should be

united in the professicn of one faith,

In His admirable prayer betore His

passion He says: ‘I pray for them also

g who through their word shail believe

pin Mg, that tbey all be one, as Thou,

{ Father, art in Me, and I in Thee, that

they also may be one in Us; that the

world may believe that Thou hast

sent Me’; because the unity of the

i Chureh is the most luminous evidence
{of the Divine mission of Christ.

“Unity of government is not less
essential to the Church of Christ than
unity of doctrine. Our Divine Sav-
iour never speaks of His churches,

i but His Church. He does not say,
‘Upon this rock will 1 build My
, churches,” from which words we must
iconclude that it never was His inten-
| tion to estavlish or to sanction var
ious couflicting dencminations, bui
one corporate body, with all the
members united under one visible
head; for as the Church is a visible
body, it must have a visible head.

Unity of Faith and Government.

“Our Saviour call® His® Church a
sheep-fold. ‘And there shali be one
fold and one Shepherd.” Whal more
beautiful or fitting ilustration of
unity can we have than that which is
suggesied by a sheepfold? All the
sheep of a flock cling together, If
momentarily separated, they are im-
patient till reunited. They follow in
the same path. They feed on the
sime pastures. They obey the same
shepherd, and fly from the voice of
strangers. So did our Lord inlend
that all the sheep of His tfold should
be nourished by the same sacraments
and the same bread of life: that they
should follow the same rule of faith
as their guide to Heaven: that they
should listen to the voice of one
Chief Pastor, and that they shouid
carefully shun false teachers,

“"His Church is compared to a hu-
man body. °‘As in one body we have
many members, but a1l the members
have not the same office; so we, heing
many, are one body in Christ,
every one members one of the other.’
In one body there are many members,
all inseparably connected with the
head. The head commands; and the
foot instantly moves, the hand is rais
ed, and the lips open, Even so our
Lord ordained that His Church, com-
posed of many members, should be
all united in one supreme visible
head, whom they are bound to obey.

““The Church is compared to a
vine, all of whose branches, though
epreading far and wide, are necessar
ily connected with the main stem, and
from its sap they are nourished. In
like manner our Saviour will have all
the saplings of His vineyard connect-
ed with the main stem, all draw their
rourishment from the parent stock.
In faet, our common sense alone,
apart.from the revelation, is sufficient
to convince us thut Ged could not be
the Author of wvarious opposing sys
tems of religion. God is essentially
One. He is Truth itself, ‘God is not
the God of dissension, but of peace.’

“‘I see perfect harmony in the laws
which govern the physical world we
inhabit. I see a marvelous unity in
our planetary system. Each planet
moves in its own sphere, and all are
controlled by the central sun. Why
should there not «lso be harmony and
concord in that spiritual world, the
Church of God, the grandest concep-
tion of His omnipotence, and the most
bounteous maunifestation of His gooud-
ness and love for mankind?

‘‘Hence, it is clear that Jesus Christ
intended that His Church should have
one common doctrine, which all
Christians are bound to believe, and
one uniform government, to which all
should be loyally attached. Where,
then, shall we tind this essential unity
of faith and government? I answer,
contidently, Nowhere suve in the
Catholic¢c Church.”

Pastor Russell Agrees With Cardinal.

I am pleased to say that [ can agree
most heartily with Cardinal Gibbons®
presentation in almnost « very particu-
lar. Unquestionably sectarianism is
wholly out of accord with the teach
ings of the Scriptures. St Paul de-
clares that it is a proof ol carnality,
of a fleshly mind, of an unspiritual
state, (1 Corinthians 9:0-7.) All
Christians—both Catholie and Pro-
testant—are coming to realize this
fact, although but a few years ago
#ome claimed that sectarianisi led (o

a greater zea] and energy in the Di-
vine service.

All conversant with history will
understand what I mean when I say
that God has been pleased to permit
an illustration-——first, a united Chris-
tendom, and second, a divided Chris-
tendom. For long centuries there
was in Europe practically but the one
Church——Roman Catholic. The re-
sults were not all that could be de-
sired. That unity brought neither
secular nor religious education, nor
did it bring to the world the Mil-
lennium, Rather, throughout that
long period igncrance and supersti-
tion held sway. During the last few
centuries we have had the division of
Christendom into various sects and
parties. While the results are not
satisfactory, not what the Word of
God prompts us to desire and expect,
nevertheless this divided condition
has certainly tended toward greater
freedom of thought, greater liberty
from ignorance and superstition.

Which is the True Ohurch?

Agreeing with all the Scriptural
promises laid down by Cardinal Gib-
bons, we must, nevertheless, dispute
his conclusion that this one Church,
which Christ decl=red He would build
upon the rock of Truth, and which
would grow to a glorious Temple
composed of living stones, of which
St. Peter was one, is the Roman
Church. Equally we disagree with

our Baptist, Presbyterian, Methodist,
Lutheran, and Congregational sys-
tems when they each profess to be the
one Church. Our contention is that
all who turn their backs upon sin,
accept the Lord Jesus as their Sav-
iour, approach the Heavenly Fatheil
in full consecration through Jesus
and who receive the begetting of the
Holy Spirit of God-—all such are sons
of God, whether or not they join the
Roman Catholic, the Congregational,
the Methodist, the Presbyterian, or
other buman systems,

Furthermore, our contention is
that not one of these human systems,

In the Scriptures the true Church
of Christ is described as “the Church
of the First-borns, written in Hea-
ven.” (Hebrews 12:23.) Will our
Protestant friends claim that their
church roll corresponds to “the
Lamb’s Book of Life’”’? (Revelation
21:27.) Would Christians of any de-
nomination dare to make such a
claim? Most assuredly, No! We all
realize that at the very most the var-
ious sects and parties of Christendom
are cowposed of wheat and tares; and
that, so far as human judgment can
discern, the tares are vastly in the
majority,

€hristian Union Never Lost,

From this standpoint we perceive
that the great masses, Catholic and
Protestant, never were the Church: ¢f
Curist. They have been children of
tbis world, not spirit-begoiten New
Creatures in Christ, not living stones
in the Temple, not branches of the
I'rue Vine, not members of the “little
flock.” 'They have been worldly peo
ple with religious sentiments and
good desires, who misunderstood the
Bible teaching that only the sancti
fied are in Christ Jesus, called to be
saints. (1 Corinthians 1:2.) - What
Lhese numbers of well-meaning
but mistaken people have done in the
way of organizing churches, lodges,
banks, has had nothing what-

The True Church has never been
divided. EKach member is united with
the Lord, the Head, and through Him
L0 every other member of His Body,
which is the Church. In this one
Chureh there has always been main
tained one Lord Jesus, one faith—-
His Word of Promise—and one bap-
tism—consecration into His death.—
2 Timothy 2:11, 12; Ephesians 4:
4-6.

Does some one say, “Where is the
history of this Church?” We answer,
words of the Apostle,
knoweth us not, even as it
kinew Him not.”

Counterfeiting the True Church,

in the
world

If we now declare that to a certain
extent the True Church has been
counterfeited by both Catholics and
Protestants, let no one suppose that
we wish to speak unkindly. We do
not charge that these counterfeits of
the True Church were made inten
tionally, but merely that the Church,
coming under the control of brilliant
minds not spirit-begotten, followed
their misrepresentations of God’s
Word.

For instance, the average Roman
Catholic does not know thut he is not
4 member ot the Church. But Cardi-
unal Gibbons will not deny the tact,
tueither will any other ecclesiastie,
Their teaching, most explicitly, is
that the Pope and the other religious
instructors compose the Chureh, and

that the people are the children of the
Church, Thus the Catholie Church
appropriates the words of Jesus re-

“The |

specting the “little flock,” ete., ana
applies them to the clergy, not to the
congregation. This is the secret of
Papacy’s great mistake. In their ec~
clesiastical system they have a coun-.
terfeit of the True Church. Because
the Scriptures declare that the Lord’s
faithful “little fiock,” “‘the Church of
the living God,” will reign with
Christ, therefore Papacy claims the
right to reign with Heavenly author-
ity over the kingdoms of " earth.
Papacy’s endeavor to carry out this
erroneous reasoning has led to many
grievous persecutions and wars.

If Papacy has the - counterfeit of

the True Church and the True Reign

of Christ, what does the Bible teach
respecting the genuine? This: That

“And Ahab told Jezebel all that Eli-
jah had done.” She was the ruling
spirit in the house of Ahuab, the leader
In the worship of Baal, and had 400
prophets eat at her own table (xvi, 31;
xviii, 19), and was one of the most devil
controlled womewn that ever lived. Now
she was indeed angry and swore to
have the life of Elijah within twenty-
four hours xix, 1, 2), and he fled for his
life from this angry woman and came
to Beersheba, which means the well of
the oath and should have made him
think of the faithfulness of the ever-
lasting God (Gen. xxi, 31-34). This does
not look like the same Elijah who stood
so grandly with and for God on Mount
Carmel, but it is another evidence of
the utter failure of man apart from
God, as the Lord Jesus said, “Severed
from me ye can do nothing” (John
xv, 5, margin).

It is truly pitiful to see this man of
God in the wilderness, under this tree,
wanting to die; but the secret of it
seems to be that he had begun to think
himself of some importance and neces-
sary to God. Notice his thrice repeated,
“I, even I enly, am left; remain a proph-
et of the Lord” xviii, 22; xix, 10, 14).
He evidently thought that the hundred
whom Obadiah saved were not worth
mentioning, and he did not know that
the Lord had 7,000 who would not wor-
ship Baal xix, 18). Self in any form,
even religious self, is very bad and a
great hindrance. The ouly safe way is,
“Not I, but Christ,” “Not I. but the
grace of God” (Gal. ii, 20; I Cor. xv, 10).
Even the apostles failed by seeking
greatness for themselves, so we all
need Jer. xlv, 5. As for God, he is al-
ways gracious and full of compassion,
for he knoweth our frame, he remem-
bereth that we are dust (Ps. ciii, 8, 13,
14). Elijah had been through a great
strain, physical and. mental, and was
simply worn out. .The Lord pitied him
and gave him sleep and sent an angel
to prepare food for him and let him

sleep and eat twice,; and in the strength:

of that food he wént forty days and

forty nights to Horeb, ‘the Mount of

God (verses 3-8).

How wonderful is the food which
God provides, either for soul or body.
We think of the bread and fish by the
sea of ‘Galilee for the men who had
toiled all night -and; caught nothing
(John xxi; 9) and of the (way: He fed
Isra’el Tor forty years:m the wilderness,
We.shall see that this discouraged man

who wanted to die never did die; and.

after some 900 years We see him alive
and well, with the only other tivo forty
day fasters in the Bible story, 'on the
mount of transfiguration. Let all faing
and discouraged ones’ look up and see
Him who so tendm'!y careth for us,
and pitieth us, and notices whether
the way is long or short, and just how
much. strength we have, for He said
to Elijah by the angel, “the journcy is
too great for thee” (verse 7). There are
many thing too heavy and too painful
for us, but there is nothing too hard
for the Lord (Ex. xviii, 18: Numb. xi, 14;
Ps. Ixxiii, 16; Jer. xxxvi, 17,27). Itmay
not be easy for us to understand why

‘l-llijuh took that long journey to Horeb,

but when he reached there the word
of the Lord ecame to Lim, saying,
“What doest thou here, Elijah?” (Verses
9, 13) "T'wice the question was asked
bhim, and twice he answerced in the
same way, that he was jealous for the
hosts, that .Israel hag
forsaken Hig convenant, that he was
the only prophet left, and that hig life
was being sought (verses 10, 14). "That
he was the only prophet, it it had been
true, would seem to be a gocd reason
why Le should have remained, and not
ran away. Fear for his life does not
sound well from Elijah. The poor man
was evidently quite out of fellowship
with God, and much occupied with
himselft.

The God who could rend the moun-
tains with a mighty wind, make the
earth to quake and send fire from
lieaven (verses 11, 12), was certainly
capable of caring for His servant, and
it seems to us as if Elijah might have
relied upon Him. It is not always His
way to do great and mighty things,
and what Elijah needed now was
quietness to hear the still small voice,
The golden text for this lesson has
been well chosen. Instead of special
zeal aud energy, which is often of the
flesh, how often we need to be still,
stand still, sit still, rest in the Lord
and wait patiently for Him. The
Lord’s instructions to Elijah must have
been very humiliating to him: *Go, re-
turn on thy way, * * * anoint Elisha
to be prophet in thy room, * * * |
have left me 7,000 in Israel who have
not bowed unto Baal” (verses 15-18).
That looks like a setting aside of the
man who had been so grand for God.

There are certain people whom God
cannot use—the fearful or the self in-
dulgent, as in the case of Gideon's
army. or the self important, as in this
lesson. He looks for the weak and
empty ones, the things that are nought
with which to bring to nought the
things that qare. When he wants a
msn He knows where to find him. ag
when he found Saul and David, and
Moses, and Amos, and now Elisha.

GERMAN LINES
WILL CRUMBLE
UNDER DELUGE

Germans Will Yield in
Rain of Shell.

Paris, Aug. 22— Senator Charles
Humbert, one of the leading mem-
bers of the Senate Consmittee on Mil-
itary Affairs, has written for the As-
sociated Press the subjoined article
on the relation of industry to the war.
Senator Hubert has been conducting
the successful campaign for the high
pressure production by the whole in-
dustrial resources of France of shells
and guns. He is the new proprietor
of Le Journal, with a circulation of
about a million. Senator Humbert
writes:

“The important part played by in-
dustry in the present war is due not
only to the power and the pertection
of firearms, but even more to the
immense number of men in line. These
millions of combatants would he noth-
ing more than a mob predestined to
massacre without the tools of combat,
which must incessantly be supplied
and renewed,

“Long before the war it could be
seen what character the hostilities
would take on. Personally, I predict-
ed it. The Germans, especially, were
very well aware of it, and it 1s only
necessary to think for a moment ot
the formidable preparations they had
made to realize that they could put
at the service of their warlike inten-
tions a military machinery ready to
its last detail. I regret very deeply
that my own country, in spite of oft-
repeated warning, did not follow their
example.

“But the actual experience of war
has gone far beyond any foresight for
it. The destructive power of the fire-
arms—rifles machine guns, rapid fire
guns, of all calibres—has been so re-
vealed on the field of battle that the
combatants have had to renounce
completely the system of manoeuv-
ring in open country,

The ol@ fortifications of other
times, fixed, standing out, marked in
advance for the fire of the enemy’s
artillery, cannot hold out against the
| projectiles of giant canon. But the
plain ditch, scarcely. a yard or two
wide, easily dug, completed with in-
visible arrangements, the approach to
whigh is. made impracticable. by
means of barbed wire entanglements
that constitutes:-an obstacle almost
impossible to be taken. ;

“This thread-like obstacle, dug in

duced target for artillery firs.,  To
hit. it, it is not enough simply to
spend projectiles—they have got to
be wasted g
under: a veritable hell of;devastating
explosives, under a deluge of shrap-
nel,

TASK OF THE FACTORIES,

“That is why the consumption ot
munitions, : and especially - artillery
munitions, has exceeded anything
that was ever conceived in time of
peace. Moreover, this intensive firing
itself wears out the guns, made only
to fire some thousands of rounds,
and there is therefore the necessity
of replacing them unceasingly. From
this it is easy to see the enormous
effort which must be require'd of the
factories to keep on supplying guns
and munitions.

“I have heard that a German ot-
ficer, speaking to one of our com-
patriots, boasted that the troops ot
the Kaiser would take Calais when-
ever they willed by ‘paying the price/’
which he set at 50,000 Kkilled. This
boast is silly, Simply spending men
will not give results. The Germans
can pay our terrible three-inch guns
‘a bloody price of 50.000 or 500.000
men if they please without getting
anywhere. But the day when, duly
provisioned for that purpose, we scat-
ter along their lines the tempests ot
iron and fire that we are preparing for
them, they will have to abandon their
burrows, and our infantry will occupy
the ground gained, their guns on
their shoulders, without losing a man,

“I have confidence in the final vic-
tory—a victory perhaps less distant
than is believed—of France and her
allies. The advantage which the Ger-
man heavy artillery had over us can
only be temporary. The industrial
strength of the peoples leagued to-
gether for the defence of right far
surpasses that of the enemies of hu-
manity; and the freedom of the seas
permits us to profit by the labors ot
that great America whose sympa-
thies, as we know, go out to the cause
of the independence of peoples.

“France, in any case, has had for
centuries the genius of artillery; once
more she has given a proof of thisin
her marvelous three-inch guns, which
no German cannon anywhere near
approaches in perfection. When she
shall have completed her armaments
in heavy artillery we shall show that
we fear Germany in no field and that
her presented superiority “is merely
presumptuous.”
