The
outspoken ‘hear, hems’ of the cau-
tious Scots showed that solid greund
had been reached on this question-
Mr. Corbett, with the true grasp of
this great questien, finished by coun-
selling his audience to remember
that while working for prebibition
with all their might, the true way
to its final sccomplishment was the
promotion of tetal abstinence prin-
ciples in every way. Mr, Gilbert|
Archer, of the Good Templars spoke |
strongly and effectively, and Mr. |
John Wilson, of Wellhead, gave a|
noble Christion temperance speeeh
that struck home to the hearts of
the peeple. The appearance of
Principal Cairns on the platform |
evoked great enthuasiasm, a gentle-|
mun in the audience telling your
correspendent that the venerable
Principal was the best and mest re-
presentative man in Scotland His
words, plain and grand, will never
be fergotten by many present. He
spoke for total abstinence and tem-
perance in every way, with prohibi-
tion as the final aim. He counselled
them to be true to their principles
and their God, assured of final
triamph.
