During 1878 there were in operation 
throughout the Province 4.990 schools, 
taught by 9,478 teachers, the latter num­
ber being an increase of 5 over that of the 
preceding year. Of the teachers 3,060 are 
males and 3,413 females; the former show- 
ing an increase of 40 and the latter a 
decrease of 35.

In the article from which we take the 
above no attempt is made to account for 
the decrease in the number of pupils and 
in the number of children of school age. 
The average attendance for the whole 
year, it will be observed, is much less 
than fifty per cent, and the 27,415 who 
attended for less than four months can 
scarcely be regarded as receiving any 
education.

Of the teachers 2,052 were Methodists; 
2,042 Presbyterians; 949 Anglicans ; 789 
Catholics ; 337 Baptists; 106 Congrega­
tionalists ; 49 Christians and Disciples ; 
20 Lutherans ; 17 Quakers and 5 Unita­
rians. There was a decrease of 23 in the 
number of Anglicans ; 23 in the number 
of Catholics, and 11 in the number of 
Baptists, while the Methodists increased 
by 47, and the Presbyterians by 20.

A committee has been formed in Dublin 
since we landed in this country, and bas 
appealed to the people of America, under 
the name oftbe Dublin Mansion House 
Commitee, for funds to relieve the Irish 
famins. This committee is composed 
chiefly of landlords and Government 
placemen avowedly hostile to the people 
and to their aspirations, and la, therefore, 
peculiarly unsuited as’a channel through 
which to send relief to the starving pea­
santry of Ireland. We felt it our duty 
upon the first publication of the names 
comprising this body to warn the people 
of America that it would refuse assistance 
to those who are at present resisting 
eviction. In making this statement we 
were guided by our knowledge of the 
action and attitude of the men now ap­
pearing as members of this committee 
during the past five months.

It was notoriously within the power of 
these persons, by the influence which they 
possess with the government, to have 
entirely everted this famine. Nay,more, 
some of them, notably the Attorney- 
General, are principally responsible for 
the horrible policy of the government, 
inasmuch as they are the chief advisers of 
the Crown In Ireland.

There has been a decrease of 137 in the 
number of school sections, and of 82 in the 
number of rural school-houses. The 
whole number of the latter reported is 
5,066, of which 1,569 are brick, 511 stone, 
2,281 frame, and 705 log. The average 
time of keeping school open during the 
year throughout the Province was 206 
days, the actual number of teaching days 
being 221.

The number of Roman Catholic Sep­
arate Schools in operation during the 
year was 177, a decrease of 9. For these 
the total receipts from all sources amount­
ed to $127,549 an increase of $7,282. The 
total expenditure was $120,558. The num­
ber of pupils attending the Separate 
Schools was 2,528 (?) an increase of 328. 
The average attendance was 13,712, an In­
crease of 623. The number of teachers 
employed was 383 a decrease of 1, and of 
these 104 were males and 229 females. 
It Is a noteworthy fact that while there 
are only 333 Boman Catholic Separate 
School teachers there are employed in the 
Public Schools no fewer than 789 Roman 
Catholic teachers.
