The Salvation Army Condemned,
Kinoston. Nov. 25.—At the quarterly 

meeting of the Bay of Quinte Clerical Union, 
held at (Napanee, a letter from J. D. Burke, 
rector of Belleville, was read. It brought the 
subject of the ** Salvation Army” before the 
Union. This letter was a strong protest 
against what was termed all such " fahtastic 
movements,” and urging unflinching opposi­
tion on three grounds, which were dwelt on 
at length—first, “ Because the whole thing is 
schismaticalsecond, “Because it is pro­
fane, and even blasphemous third, “ Be­
cause it is eminently dangerous to souls. ” The 
archdeacon then laid before the members 
a letter enclosing all the papers connected 
with the “Church Army,” a kind of rival in 
England to the “Salvation Army,’’and which 
ia endeavouring to reach the same class of 
people on the more sober lines of the Church 
of England. The “ Church Army ” is under 
the direction of the Rev. W. Carlyle, an emi­
nent clergyman, lately curate of Kensington, 
one of the largest parishes in London. After 
a prolonged discussion and a consideration of 
the armies, whether “Salvation,” or “Saved,” 
or “Chnrch,” from a variety of standpoints, 
the following resolution was offered by Rural 
Dean Kirkpatrick and unanimously adopted 
—“ That the members of this Clerical Union 
desire to place on record a declaration of their 
profound distrust of the methods employed 
by the so-called ‘ Salvation Army, ’ and to 
state their conviction that the reaction which 
must follow will in a marked manner be in­
jurions to the cause of religion. ” The next 
meeting of the Union will be held at St. 
Jamea’ pariah, Kingston.

Sent for Trial for Destroying a Bond.
Guelph, Nov. 23.—The preliminary exami­

nation of a somewhat unusual case waa held 
at the Police Coftrt this morning, John Ban­
yan, a prominent hotel-keeper of this city, 
being charged with destroying a bond valued 
at $650.

The history of the document is as fol­
lows :—When the city was endeavouring to 
secure the Provincial Exhibition for 1883, 
and sent a deputation to Kingston for that 
purpose, the hotel-keepers ol the city gave 
the Mayor a bond for $650, thirteen of them 
agreeing to pay the city $50 each in the event 
of the Provincial being held here in 1883. 
Only one of the subscribers had paid up, and 
all endeavours to collect from the others 
having failed, it was moved at the last meet­
ing oi the City Council to place the bond in 
the hands oi tne City Solicitor, with in­
structions to take proceedings against those 
who had not paid.

Mayor Chase was on his way to the city 
solicitor’s office with the paper in hia pocket 
to hand over to him with instructions to carry 
ont the resolution when he met several of the 
hotel-keeper# whose names were on the paper, 
and thinking of

GIVING THEM A LAST CHANCE 
to pay up he told them what the Council had 
resolved to do. John Banyan asked to see 
the bond, and the Mayyr handed it to him. 
Banyan glanced over it and asked them all 
into the hotel at the entrance to which they 
were standing. They were no sooner in than 
Bunyan said, “ I will soon collect this, ” and 
deliberately tore it into fragments and put 
part of it into a stove before Mayor Chase 
could interfere. However, he secured what 
was left of it and went to consult legal au­
thority.

It was at first proposed to charge Banyan 
with felony and arrest him, but this was 
changed to the less serious charge of destroy­
ing a valuable document, probably on account 
of his being an old citizen and a large pro­
perty holder.

The hearing of the case at the Police Court 
resulted in Banyan's being committed to 
stand his trial at the next assizes, bail being 
accepted in $1,300. Until the document was 
torn the public were not ^ware that such a 
thing existed, and the way it was brought to 
light created a sensation and has been the 
talk of the city.

should be m financial trouble with half a mil­
lion dollars liabilities. It w»e more than 
astounding, yet it was true. The cause of 
the sudden embarrassment arises out of the 
failure of the firm’s agente in London 
end the downward turn of the English 
market for spruce deals, of which 
they have a quarter of a million dollars’ 
worth awaiting sale in Liverpool and London. 
It appears that the English market haa de­
preciated $6 per standard for the spruce, and 
it the house was compelled to sell the loss 
would be enormous, whilst by waiting some 
time the market is bound to return to ita 
normal condition, and they would com#, out 
all right.

MARITIME PROVINCES.
Ç. H. Tapper, M. P. for Pictoa, has been 

advised to leave Halifax for Jamaica on ac­
count of ill health.

Principal Crockett, of the Fredericton 
Normal School, has been appointed to succeed 
Dr. Rand aa Superintendent of Education for 
New Brunswick.

Ten years ago the population of North 
Sydney, C.B., was less than 1,600; it now 
exceeds 4,000. In the same time real estate 
has increased in value 500 per cent., five 
churches have been erected by as many de­
nominations, and there is not a vacant house 
in the town. There are nine tanneries, a shoe 
factory, a foundry, two furniture factories 
and a machine shop in operation. In 1879 
the tonnage of vessels calling at North Syd­
ney waa 245,220 tons, in 1882 it had increased 
to 455,492 tons, and this year a further gain 
of 25 per cent, has been made. The tonnage 
of vessels arriving at this port was last year 
the fourth largest of any port in the Domin­
ion, being exceeded only by Quebec, Halifax 
and Montreal while to Oct. 23rd, 1883, 1,106 
vessels had arrived, against 881 in the corre- 

mding period in 1882.

Rival Claimants for Labrador.
Newfoundland claims the proprietorship 

of a large portion of Labrador. Years ago 
Quebec owned the entire frozen region. 
Afterwards, in 1763, Labrador was annexed 
to Newfoundland. Ten years later Canada 
came into possession again. In 1809 the 
prize was restored to Newfoundland, and in 
that colony it has been ever since. The 
Newfoundlanders have a court of civil and 
criminal jurisdiction there, and they levy 
Customs duties. Nobody is likely to envy 
Newfoundland her possession. Still, the 
fisheries are rich. In one year the fishermen 
of Newfoundland have captured on the Lab­
rador coast 400,000 quintals of codfish : 
60,000 bayela flif. Aqaipg, and 300 or 400 
tiercesôf salmon. -n,.

Seven Men Burled Alive,
A serions accident happened at Lachine 

the other day which might have caused the 
death of forty persons, a portion of the 
building of the Bridge Company, now in 
coarse of erection, having fallen in, burying 
several men undpr the rams. During the 
high wind which prevailed the end of the 
east building fell in with a tremendous 
crash. A gang of workmen who were engag­
ed inside were whrntd of their peril by a 
shower of bricks, and a moment later the 
whole end of the Wall; which is 24 feet thick, 
fell in with a great-roar. A general rush for 
the ontaide was made, ‘but seven of the work­
men were less fortunate than their compani­
ons, and were buried under the débris. At 
first it was thought the remainder of the wall 
would also tumble down, and consequently 
no one ventured to approach it for a time. 
Seardh parties set to weak to rescue the in­
jured, many of whom were obscured from 
view underneath the bricks. At 
length «even were dog out of 
the ruins, four of whom were unconscious 
for over an hour, thus giving rise to the be­
lief that they were killed outright. Among 
the injured are White Eagle, the celebrated

THE NORTH-WEST.
Never were the restrictions against the ad­

mission of liquor into the North-West so 
thoroughly eniorced aa they are at present.

Application has been made for a charter to 
build a railway from Medicine Hat to the 
Coal Banks, with power to extend the same 
to Fort Macleod.

Brigadier Burden, the chief of Mr. 
Mowat’s army of occupation in Rat Portage, 
openly avows the intention of his leader to be 
to hold the territory in spite of Provincial or 
Dominion laws. He also admits, and evi­
dently glories in having given his men the 
murderous instructions already published.

Major Bell, of the Bell farm, make» a pro­
position under which be says Canada can be 
relieved of "the expense of supporting the 
Indians of the North-West. He suggests 
that the Indian reserves be divided up and 
allotted to competent farmers, the farmers in 
return to undertake the annual payment of a 
sufficient sum to support the Indians to 
whom the reserves belong. The major thinks 
the scheme would be profitable alike to 
whites and Indians. The former would be 
relieved of the cost of supporting the Indians 
and the latter would be taught agriculture.

The Dominion Government has had a hun­
dred and twenty surveying parties, or over 
1,200 men, at work surveying the North-West 
daring the past season. As a result some 
fourteen hundred townshipe have been 
eub-divided, the greatest area ever gone 
over in one season on this continent, 
or on any other for that matter. 
The section of country surveyed extends from 
Moose Jaw and the Touchwood Hills to Cal­
gary. Besides this the principal base lines 
and meridian outlines have been run through­
out the greater portion of the whole prairie 
region. This looks like energy.

The members of the Saskatchewan Coal 
Company are eiated over the result of the test 
of their coal on a Canada Pacific railway freight 
train. Twenty-five cars with600tonsof freight 
left Winnipeg for Brandon, the Saskatchewan 
coal producing a'power pressure oi one hun 
dred and forty pounds most of the way, and 
an average of fifteen to eighteen miles was 
made. The 7'imes ie very enthusiastic over 
the result. It publishes a table of the time 
made between stations, and says :—“The 
table does not note the time waiting for 
crossings. Allowance being made for that, 
it will be found the train made aa good time 
as would have been made bad American coal 
been used. Moreover, the Saskatchewan coal 
will not cost the company much more than 
half the price it pays for coal from the 
States. ”

Arrest on Suspicion of Horse Stealing—The
Accused Tries to Kacape.

London, Nov. 23.—A young man named 
John Barr, alias Swizgert, was arrested here 
this afternoon on suspicion of stealing a horse 
and bnggy. He was endeavouring to pro­
cure an auctioneer to dispose of it at the 
market to-morrow, and offered the rig to a 
gentleman for $200. Detective Murphy 
heard of the offer, and accosted him. Barr 
offered to go to the telegraph office" and wire 
his friends so as to assure the officer that the 
property was his, but while Murphy was 
writing out the message Barr turned on his 
heel and ran out of the door and up King 
street. Murphy followed and overtook him. 
He claims to hail from Blanchard township, 
but he ia believed to be a professional horse 
thief.

A Firebug Sent for Trial.
The investigation into the case of W. B. 

Robson, charged with having fired the lock­
up in the village of Markham thirteen years 
ago, was concluded in Toronto on Mon­
day. The first witness was G. H. Barker, 
who was postmaster of the village in 1871, 
and who was called to prove that the build­
ing belonged to the municipality, but failed. 
Robert Anthony swore that he nad seen Rob­
son come out of the lock-up a short time 
before the fire was discovered. Stewart Wil­
son, another witness, testified to having been 
in Robson s company on the night of the tire. 
He was in the lock-np with the prisoner, 
when some of the cfowd were amusing them­
selves by running wheelbarrows about the 
main room. They afterwards retired to a 
neighbour’s, where Bobson asked for a 
match and then walked towards the lock-up, 
Henry Germane swore that after the crowd 
left the lock-up all but Robson went to the 
verandah of the Iiotel. This was all the 
evidence offered, and the prisoner was com­
mitted for trial, bail being accepted in two 
sureties of $500 each. , The prisoner was then 
charged with having tired the Devine house, 
in the township of Markham, on the 15th 
November, 1865, and to which he pleaded 
not guilty. The first witness was Joseph 
Parks, of Stouffville, who stated that he and 
the prisoner, who were then boys, were pass 
ing the house, when the prisoner went over 
and climbed in through one of the windows. 
He was only in a short time when he came 
out saying the place was on fire. This was 
the only witness examined, and the Magis' 
trate committed the prisoner for trial, accept' 
ing his own bail

A Female Horse Thief.
A girl named Mary Bell, who, according 

to her story, has worked in Corrigan's gents’ 
furnishing store, corner of Adelaide and 
Yonge streets, for the past five years, was ar­
rested in Guelph on Saturday. She is charg 
ed with horse stealing, and ia now in prison 
awaiting trial. It appears that on Saturday 
afternoon a well dressed young man drove 
into Guelph with a horse and buggy. He put 
up at one of the hotels, and after making en­
quiries went to see a horse-dealer witn a view 
of selling his horse and* rig. The price asked 
was reasonable enough, but the dealer de­
clined to trade. Several other persons were 
approached, but without success, and finally 
the supposed owner came down to such a 
figure as to arouse suspicion. Chief Randal 
got wind of the affair, and, after questioning 
the young man, decided to detain him till he 
could ascertain something farther about the 
matter. He was accordingly arrested, and 
gave his name as James Murray. He 
explained that he had been commis­
sioned by a Dr. Wynn, from near 
Acton,to sell the rig, and had oome to Guelph 
for that purpose. The chief not being able 
to commnuioate by telegraph with the doctor 
felt rather dubious about keeping the young 
man, and was on the point of letting him go 
when the Mea struck him that his charge 
was a female dressed in male Attire. He call­
ed her or him into his private office, where 
he accused her of it, aud after some hesitation 
she burst into tears and acknowledged that 
he was right.

Machine Shop in Ridgeway Destroyed,
Ridgeway, Ont, Nov. 24.—This morning 

abont one o’clock A. Herschey’s machine shop 
and the adjoining saw-mill were totally de" 
stroyed by fire. The fire originated in the 
machine shop, it is supposed from one 
of the stoves, and when first discovered had 
made such headway that it w»e impossible to 
save anything. The second floor was occu­
pied by P. W. Anthony as a planing mill and 
sash and door factory. The loss is estimated 
as follows :—A. Herschey, buildings and ma­
chinery, $6,000 ; P. W. Anthony, tools and 
stock, $600; Sylvanus Teal, portable engine 
and boiler, $700; total, $7,300. No insur­
ance.

Three Buildings In Brougham Razed.
Brougham, Nov, 24.—A fire broke out 

here on Friday night abont half-past ten 
o’clock in the implement shop occupied by W. 
Mathews, and rapidly spread east and west 
on the south side of Main street, destroying 
the residences of Dr. Freel and W. Fuller 
and the Grangers’ hall to the south. The im­
plement shop and the bonse occupied by the 
doctor were owned by Mr. R. Vernon, and 
were insured in the Waterloo for $1,200 ; 
loss abont $500, Most of the doctor’s furni­
ture was saved ; his loss will be about $200, 
no msurance. W. Mathews has an insur­
ance in the Royal of $500 ; he had a number 
of sewing machines, stoves, ploughs, &c. ; loss 
about $700. Most of W. Fuller's furniture 
was saved ; no insurance ; losa on bouse 
about $600. It it not known at the time of 
writing whether the Grangers’ hail was cov­
ered by insnranee or not ; if not their loss 
will be heavy. The cause of the fire ia not 
known.

Big Blaze at Napanee. | 
Napanee, Nov. 25.—At 11.30 last night 

the grocery store of Peter S. Hicks, next door 
to’ the post-office in the Campbell house 
block, was discovered on fire. The fire 
brigade turned out promptly, and after two 
or three hours’work succeeded in confining 
the fire to the west wing of the hotel block, 
whi$h ia a three storey brick building, 
although the main body of the hotel is badly 
damaged by fire and water. The building 
waa occupied as follows :—West end, tbe 
post-office, which, with contents, with the 
exception of one or two bags of mails, was 
destroyed. 'A gang of men are now endeavour­
ing to get the sate out of the debris, the con­
tents ot which are probably secure, Mr. Bogart, 
the postmaster, occupied a reom directly 
over the office, and lost everything Tbe 
next store was Hicks’ grocery, where the fire 
started ; loss about $1,000. Next came the 
Campbell house billiard room, tbe tables of 
which were saved. Lester Scott’s barber’s 
abopGcomes next ; loss small, almost every­
thing saved. Tbe main body of the hotel ad­
joins the barber's shop.

Tbe building above the poet-office and 
shops was used as the beat bedrooms of the 
hotel, and almost everything waa destroyed. 
R. Mills, jr., a commercial traveller, lost 
abont $2,000 worth of fur samples. The con­
tents of the main body of the hotel were 
mostly all removed in a badly damaged con­
dition, as well as the boot and shoe "stock of 
George Maybee, who occupied the corner 
store ; Maybee’s loss is about $500.

The Guelph Conflagration.

Guelph, Nov. 24,—By the intervention of 
a thick stone wall the doors m which were 
lined with sheet iron ore wing .of Spence’s 
large flouring mill was saved from destruction, 
by the fire which took place this morning. 
This wing comprised bnt a small part of the 
mill however, and will reduce the loss com- 
laratively little. In it was situated, the of- 
ice, and the books and valuables, which were 

removed from the vault for safety, were re­
placed, the saving of the wing preservmg the 
office and contents intaot. The destruction 
to the rest of the mill is complete, all the 
wood work of the valuable machinery being 
bnrned to cinders and the iron twisted into an 
unrecognizable mass. The heat was so in­
tense that in places the wails, which fte of 
limestone, were almost converted into lime, 
and huge cracks opened in them. The mill 
was a very large and exceptionally well con 
structed one, the timbers being all ot the 
best rock elm, and the walls of unusual thick 
ness. The total loss is estimated at upwards 
of $60,000, which is covered by an insurance « 
of $42,000, divided among the following com-
