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THE Simcoe reformer uses the
term “cockatoos” to designate
those members of its party press
which imagine that the. last word
has been said in a controversy
over ministerial acts when they
cast aspersions on the’ liberalism
of the journals that have dared to
criticice. ~ Applying the term
locally the Greenshields-Tarte
$30,000 Patrie would rank among
the highest price fowls in exist-
ence.—Montreal Gazette.

THE Provincial Exhibition was
well attended on Wednesday and
Thursday ; but the crowd did not
seem near so large as on some
former occasions. The weather
especially on Wednesday was
rather cold for comfort, and those

-seated on the grand stand could
scarcely enjoy the excellent, trot-
ting as well as would have been

- the case under more favorable

weather conditions. The show of
horses, cattle, and other live stock
was indeed fine, and the prize win-
ners especially among the horses,
won much and deserved admira-
tion. Everything in connection
with the Exhibition was well con-
ducted, and those charged with its
management ~ were' singularly
obliging and courteous.’

OTtTAWA advices of the 25th in-
timated that a well authenticated
rumor of great political import-
ance was in circulation there. It
was to the effect that Sir Charles
Tupper, in consequence of the de-
wmands of his private business
matters, desired to be relieved of
the Leadership of the Liberal-Con-
servative party, so that he could
devote his attention to the differ-
ent mining companies with which
he is connected. In company with
Sir Mackenzie Bowell; Sir Charles
had started for the west and ar-
rived at Winnipeg on Friday. It
is said that, with the approbation
of leading members of the party,
they were to offer the Leadership
to Hugh John McDonald. The
St. John Sun econtradicts the re-
port that the leadership was to be
offered to Hugh John.

THE News, of Manchester, Eng-
land, is greatly amused at our Sir
Wilfrid. Commenting on his de-
claration at Quebec that in view
of the hospitality he had received
in England he “never could be
aught else than loyal to such a
country.” The Newssays: “Par-
allel with ¢his sentence may be
placed another: ‘I never will
desert - Mr. Mffca:vlbef" 'Th:l:e

le who are fond of using the
?ve:rlc’l never are . apt io&l::rngbe'h-
minds. Like the captain of the
< Pinafore,” they sometimes substi-
tute “hardly ever’ If we wait
until Sir Wilfrid finds the inter-
ests of England clashing with
those of the Dominion of which he
is the principal officer, 1t is quite
possible we shall notice that his
tone has changed. If he had con-
fined himself to saying that he
enjoyed his visit to England and
the boundless hospitality of the
English taxpayers, and that he
believed the relations existing be-
tween Canada and the mother
country are the best thaf the wit
of man can devise, we should have
placed more confidence in his
words. Highfalutin expressions
generate suspicion.”

MORE than one American news-

per has been misled or puzzled
over the utterances of Sir Wilfrid
since his term of office began.
They remember his pro-United
States inelinations, and cannot
understand the seeming change of
front which some of his recent
speeches signify. - The. Boston
Transcript has this to say:—
“ Whether it is the extreme civility
he received in London, as subli-
mated in his title, or the extreme
incivility his free trade overtures
have met with at" Washington, Sir
Wilfrid Laurier is tremendously
changed towards us. In sending
forth a ecircular inviting Euro-
ws looking for homes in the

ew World to try Canada, he
asserts that ‘ there is more liberty
under monarchical institutions in
Canada than under the.American
Republic.” Yet there was a time
when from his place on the Oppo-
iti es no man thundered
more elojuently than plain Wil-
frid Laurier against titles and so-
cial distinctions as the basis of a
political system.” In this eonnec-
tion it is well to recall the words
of Mr. Tarte, who said in speaking
of the Premier, “ He will-never be
faithful to what he does not pos-
sess—principles, sound convietions;
or patriotism.”—Mail and Empire.

THE British Trade Journal, the
leading trade journal in Great
Britain, in the course of its eom-
ments on Laurier’s anti-preferen-
tial trade effusions in land,
makes these remarks: “ We have
frequently directed attention to
the fact that every trade journal in

of the colonies involve an equiv-
alent preference on the part of
Great Britain. During the grand
jubilee celebration in KEnglsnd it
may have been all right and pro-
per that the accomplished and elo-
quent premier of Canada should
dilate on the loyalty of Canadians
their affection for her majesty and
their attachment to British insti-
tutions. It may have been quite
fair that Sir Wilfrid Laurier
should claim credit for the fact
Lt.ha.teigmmda. granted preferential
tarifftreatment to England with-
out any stipulation for an equiv-
alents but it was an act of supreme
folly for him t& tell the British
government and people that Can-
ada neither hoped nor desired any
preference for its products in the
markets of the mother country.”
From this it will be seen that
while some people in the mother
country may have taken Laurier
seriously, the shrewd business men
were not thus deceived. He cer-
tainty understood that when he
said Canada did not desire a pre-
ference for her products in British
markets, he was bearing false wit-
nesss against his own country, and
the above quotation shows that
hthey are quite prepared to tell

him so.

ATTORNEY-GENERAL MCKENNA,
of the United States, bas given
his decision on the questions sub-
mitted to him in connection with
the interpretation of section 22 of
the Dingley tariff act. The clause
in question reads as follows:—
“That a diseriminating duty of
ten per centum ad valorem,in ad-
dition to the duties imposed by
law, shall be levied, collected and
paid on all goods, wares or mer-
chandise which shall be imported
in vessels not of the United States,
or which, being the production or
manufacture of any foreign coun-
try not contiguous to the United
States, shall come into the United
States from such contiguous coun-
try ; but this discriminating duty
shall not apply to goods, wares or
merchandise which shall be im-
ported in vessels not of the United
States, entitled at the time of such
importation by treaty or conven-
tion to be entered in the ports of
the United States on payment of
the same duties as shall then be
payable on goods_wares and mer-
chandise imported in vessels of the
United States, nor to such foreign
products or manufactures as shall
be imported from such contiguous
coyntries in the usual course of
strictly retail trade” It was
thought in Canada that this - dis-
criminating duty would apply-—if
it was not specially so intended—
to goods coming into the United
States in- British or Canadian
ships, or to goods the product or
manufacture of a foreign country
imported to the United States
through Canada. The decision of
the Attorney-General is that the
\discriminating duty does not ap-
iply in these cases. Two questions

were sabmitted to him for decis-
ion. The first was whether the
descriminating duty of ten per
cent. provided for in the clause
mentioned applied to a shipment
of tea from China, whigh had ar-
rived at Vancouver, B.C, in a
British ship, and had been thence
shipped to the United Btates, The
second question was whether the
sameduty was leviableon agargo of
manganse ore imported from Chili
in'a British ship and entered at
Philadelphia. Asabove stated he
decided thgt the discriminating
dnty applied in nefther case. The
Attorney-Qeneral’s decision, whieh
may be regarded a8 fhe oniy rea-
sonable interpretation of the stat-
ute, is' welcome in the United
States, no less than in Canadian
business eircles, as it will permit
the usual import trade via eastern’
Canada and the United States
west, as we]l as the tea import
trade via western Capadian ports
and the United States east. This
is something both countries bene-
fit by. This clause was smuggled
into the act during its passage
through the committee stages in
Congress, apd does not appear to
have been detected by %hp framers
of the original bill, when finally
dealt with. No dogbt, the auth-
ors of clause 22 intended, amopg
other things, to hardieap the Ca-
nadian Pacific railway in its com-
| petition with United States trans-
coptinental roads. It is satisfac-
tory to find the Attorney-General
of the United States 89 Igterpret-
ing the law as to satisfy all "rea-
sonable men, both in Canada and
the United States—indeed every-
one sxeept the intriguing politi
cians in his own gountry who
hoped, by sharp praetics to strike
a blow at the commerce of a neigh-
boring country.
