The wind, 
however, again freshened and at six 
o’clock in the morning Mr. Wellman 
ordered the airship back into the shed 
to await for more propitious weather 
for starting.”

To 
each of them I spoke of the new 
trunk railway projected from Quebec 
to Port Rupert on the Pacific coast 
I was advised by friends in Winni­
peg to invest in two places on the 
route—Edmonton and Rupert. Next 
March I may be prepared to invest 
a lot of money and 1 think Canada 
jffers greater advantages to investors 
than Australia, as it is making more 
rapid and enduring progress-ill every 
way.

“1 want to obtain really reliable 
and useful information respecting in­
vestments in these two and oilier 
places. I have a great likijig for 
Prince Rupert, owing to its future, 
which, by all accounts, will be most 
prosperous. You can well imagine 
how very, careful X must be in dccid 
ing how. and where to invest to the 
best advantage, being so far away, 
t want information ns to your general 
land laws and your municipal . gov- 
-rnnient,s in rates and taxes, etc. I 
ivould also like a map of some of the 
places and if it is possible illustra­
tions and names of the chief person­
ages. If the view is sufficiently en­
couraging I would run over to see for 
myself and most likely decide to re­
main in British Coumbia and send 
for my family.”

To the above letter Dr. E. S. Rowe, 
secretary of the Tourist Association, 
has replied giving full information as 
requested and undoubtedly there will 

' shortly be. added to British Colum­
bia’s population a wealthy Ballarat 
family and some sterling citizens.
