‘ DISCUSSION IN HOUSE:

! Opposition Ob‘ect. to Granting More
Charters the Canadian North-
Lrn—l’rofess to:. ¥ear Railwwiy
Monopoly—Want to Know if Gov-
eynment Has Tried to Make Deal

With C.P.R.

The division of Monday night on
the address in reply to the King's
speech marked the close of a week of
oratory with which the legislative
|} chamber of the new capitol building
| was baptised, and at its sitting yes-
terday afternoon the House got down
to straight business.

For two hours! the House sat in
committee ot the whole, spending the
greater part of the time in digcuss-
ing bill No.'1, an act respecting rural
municipalities; introduced by the
Hon. C. R. Mitchell. John R. Boyle,
member tor Sturgeon, was acting
chairman and piloted the house with
great dispatch through. part one of
the bill, comprising ten of a total of
seventy-one pages of the bill. .

The bill respecting the raising of a
sum not exceeding $5,000,000 en the
credit of the general revenue fund of
the province was passed by the com-
mittee without discussion, and the
third reading was set for this aflter-
noon. The House adjourned at six
o’¢lock until three thig afternoon. No
night session was held in order that
the members might atteng the func-
tion at Government House.

Railway Bill Discussed.

In answer to the questions put
Mr. Riley as to ‘whether it .w
intention of the Government (o
antee the bonds of any of the 1
rai'way projected in .
