THE ELECTIONS.

Campbell and Webster are County 
Councillors for Division 7.

The Reeves are Sexsmith in Glencoe, 
Hull In Ekfrid, Taylor in Mona, 

an«l Stalker in Newbury.

In the elections on Monday interest 
centered in the contest for the county 
council. It was the first election under 
the new act, and this together with the 
fact that voters had the privilege of 
giving their two votes to one candidate 
made any speculation as to the result of 
the polling very uncertain. In the local 
division (No. 7, Middlesex) there were 
three candidates - two from the eastern 
part of the division. Messrs. Campbell 
and McDougald, of Ekfrid, and one from 
the western part, Mr. Webster, of Mosa. 
It was pretty generally felt that the 
western man had the easiest race, and 
that the eastern candidates would have 
to strive for second place, which proved 
to be the case, and Mr. Webster, who 
also brought a vigorous canvass to tell 
in his favor, was carried into office by a 
very large vote.

Again there was the matter of party 
politics to be considered, and the friends 
of Mr. McDougald feared that.hisdefeat 
was a foregone conclusion. The result, 
however, did not show that this influ­
ence entered as much into the contest as 
was anticipated, a condition of affairs 
which is certainly highly creditable to 
the community at large. It is true Mr. 
McDougald was last in the race, but this 
was due. it would appear, not so much 
to party politics as to the unequal 
chances of two candidates against one— 
though the fact of a candidate’s resi­
dence being in a certain section of the 
district should have no more weight 
with the intelligent elector than the 
considerations of party.

Glencoe being tne most central point 
for all parts of the district it was looked 
upon as the headquarters for receiving 
the returns and a large crowd of people 
gathered at the telegraph office in Mr. 
Luckham’s to learn the result, and as 
keen an interest almost was taken in the 
returns as if the election was a parlia­
ment^ one. It was nearly 10 o’clock 
when the final returns came to hand 
giving Mr. Campbell and Mr. Webster 
as the counci Hers elect. The crowd 
then quietly dispersed. Following are

FARMERS' INSTITUTE.

Th. Meeting .t A,.vin - Int.re.tlnK Ad- 
dr.»» by Prof. Pan ton. Ouelph.

The meeting of the Farmers’ Institute 
WHS held, as advertised, on Tuesday m 
the Township Hall, Appin. The forenoon 
session was not very largely attended, 
no doubt owing to the bad state of the 
roads. The president. Mr. J. P. Grig*,, 
occupied the chair. The first speaker. 
Prof Panton, of the 0. A. C., gave » 
very interesting address on “Water in 
Plant Life."

Where do we get the water? 1 liose 
on the other side of the line have tried 
the experiment of bringing down ram 
from the clouds, but this is vcr- e , 
pensive and has been almost a total 
failure Another way that bas twen 
tried is irrigation. In Colorado and 
other places in the west the soil is good 
but of no use on account of lack of ra . 
A place near Denver which was 1 ttle
better than a desert was converted into 
a fertile tract by irrigation. This is not 
adapted, however, to this country.

The great source from which we 
receive our water supply is the clouds. 

What is the use of water /
First.-It is food for the plant. Theie 

is a certain gas in the atmosphere call d 
carbolic dioxide which, when united 
with water, forms starch. Starch being 
the basis of all plant food, water i 
absolutely necessary to the existence of
thSePcond.—It is ft solvent of soil. A 
plant cannot feed on anything solid. 
Plant food must be either a liquid or » 
gas. Water is therefore necessary to 
dissolve the food for the plant..

Third.-Water is a circulating 
medium. A plant is made up of a lot of 
little cells, and it is necessary that there 
should be water circulating through the 
plant in order that the food may be con­
veyed to every part of the plant.

Fourth.-Rigidity of the cells or m 
other words water strenghens the stalk. 
Water keeps plants straight. If water 
is witheld the plant wilts.

Take a field of corn for instance Dur­
ing a dry time more water being pumped 
out of the plant than is taken out of the 
soil the consequence is that the plant
W1Fifth.—Water circulating through the 
plant modi ties the temperature.

Its conservation. How can we con­
serve or save the water? Plenty of rain 
falls in the spring to water the plant 
during the drv spelt if proper methods 
are taken to keep it in the soil.

(1) Mulching is one of the best meth­
ods to keep tho soil moist. Put some 
coarse litter around the plant and the 
water will be prevented from evaporat-

'"fi) Subsoiling is another method of 
attaining this end. It may be suitable 
for some districts, but it is a question 
whether it will pay, although it will do 
the work well.

rj) Cultivation. The speaker stated 
that when a boy people cultivated to kill 
weeds. It is now different, however. 
We cultivate now to conserve the moist­
ure in the soil as well as to kill weeds. 
Gardeners who own but a few acres, if 
they know their business, devote all 
their spare time to cultivating their 
gardens. The tine soil that is worked 
up acts as a mulch and thus keeps the 
wat r in the soil from evaporating.

(4) Drainage. Surface drainage is a 
very extravagant proceeding. The sur­
face drain carries off the water that, 
should go down to feed the plants. The 
surface water should be drawn off by 
underdraining, the water on the way to 
the tile feeding the plants, and thus 
causing no waste.

(5) Destruction of weeds. Weeds are 
great users of water. Experiments 
with the mustard plant prove that each 
plant uses up 14 oz. of water a day, 
which is equal to 4,000 per acre of 20 
tons a day. It costs 400 pounds of water 
to produce one pound of dried weed.

The speaker said that many farmers 
were working too much land — more 
than they could keep clean and free 
from weeds. ,

Planting belts of trees in order to 
break the force of the wind was an­
other way to conserve moisture.

Fertilizers, such as salt, gypsum, &r„, 
were good to hold the moisture ; but 
there was another substance in the soil, 
especially in low, mucky ground, called 
humus, which was very important to 
the soil and which these fertilizers 
tended to destroy, so that it is necessary 
the exercise judgment in the use of 
them. ______
