“Naturally, I did not care to 
reveal my name,’’ he said. “We 
present a case of men who have 
found themselves unable to 
cope with some of the harsh re­
quirements of life.

“I was absolutely unfitted 
for business, but I might have 
succeeded if I had even a rudi­
mentary knowledge of business 
affairs. I was unmarried and 
came west with just enougli 
money to keep me a week. At 
first I tried rough work, but I 
was unable to endure the hard­
ships of the men who had never 
known any sort of toil. So I be­
came dishwasher."

The union is the only one of 
its kind, it is asserted. A dish- 
washer gets $10 a week.

London Lawyers 
Drawing Color Line

Barristers Refuse to Grant Asiatics 
Any Privileges at Chancery Bar.

London, June 16. — Some time ago 
attention was called to certain indi­
cations that England was beginning 
to draw the racial and color line. 
This at that time was mainly evi­
dent in the lower strata of London's 
social life, such as clubs, saloons, 
and boarding-houses, which are fre­
quented by fairly tough specimens 
of humanity.

A similar disposition to draw the 
color line is now shown in a far 
higher circle, the English bar, Eng­
land is divided into certain circuits, 
each of which is visited periodi­
cally by a judge who holds the as- 
sizes. Certain barristers attach 
themselves to these circuits and 
travel around with the judge to 
plead cases at the assizes. Each 
circuit has a "barristers’ mess" to 
which all members belong who pay 
a subscription. The mess travels 
with its own butler, maintains its 
own cellar, and the members dine 
together nightly. The mess is pure­
ly a social affair, a sort of dining 
club.

The color question has now crop­
ped up owing to the refusal of 
one of the circuit messes to admit 
an Asiatic. The question is a promin­
ent one, and will become more 
acute if one or more of the col­
ored barristers who generally re­
turn to their own country to prac­
tice, carry out their expressed in­
tention to practice at the chancery 
bar. This claims to be the cream 
of the profession, and its members 
are struck with horror at the idea 
of an invasion of the sacred pre­
cincts by men of color. The old 
plea. “Am I not a man and brother?" 
has little force at the chancery bar, but 
unless a social boycott effects the pur­
pose, the chancery bar will have to 
submit to the colored invasion.
