There is an eye disease known as 

xerophthalmia, sore eyes (conjunctivi­
tis), with great dryness of the eyeball 
and lack of the normal lustre, which is 
cured by the liberal use of such foods 
as fresh liver of chicken, pig. beef, or 
other animal in the diet.

Young animals do not grow normally| 
or remain healthy if restricted to such 
meat as beef. They must have vita­
mins. and there is no better way to 
supply vitamins than in the form of 
liver, kidney, sweetbreads and the like. 
Glandular tissues, and the fat in and 
about the glands, are rich in vitamins; 
whereas the muscle tissues or flesh of 
the same animal are poor in vitamins. 
The marrow of bone is of the greatest 
value for the young growing animal. 
Children are animals. Any child old 
enough to have teeth is old enough to 
gnaw on a bone and suck therefrom 
the sweet marrow.

Cod liver oil (the fat expressed from 
the liver of the cod) contains vitamins, 
which is one reason why it is often 
good medicine.

STONE JARS. sorts; and for preserving eggs, earthen- 
ware crocks with well-fitting covers are 
invaluable. Cider vinegar and molasses 
seem to have a better flavor if kept in 
earthenware than in glass. Bacon and 
cheese may also be stored in stone jars. 
The small crocks that can be had now­
adays are neat and economical of space 
in pantry and refrigerator.

When you are buying your kitchen 
equipment do not forget to look at the 
earthenware, to see what convenient 
shape and size may be offered to meet 
your special needs.

Any container of moist foods needs 
special car in cleanliness. Earthenware 
must be kept fresh by regular washing, 
and thorough drying, preferably in the 
sun. Many a failure in preserving eggs 
may be traced to careless use of last 
year’s jars without a thorough scalding 

►and drying. Stone ware that once gets 
musty is likely to stay musty; it is one 
more of the many cases where preven­
tion is easy, cure difficult. Moist foods, 
especially subject to the formation of 
mold, must receive good care, no matter 
how they are stored, and stoneware is 
only serviceable if it is kept entirely 
free of moldy foods.

To go 
into a. butcher shop in those halcyon 
days and shamefacedly ask if there 
was any liver available was almost as 
difficult as it is today to ask your 
butcher if he has any scraps, and still 
not show the man your dog. Liver, then 
classed with sweetbreads, kidneys and 
such-like refuse, contained a lot of 
purin, that nitrogenous materia] from 
which uric acid is derived, and there­
fore was not a safe thing to eat.
