Woodstock, April 13.—Considerable
stir was occasioned in local political
cireles yesterday by the announcement
that a general provincial election was
to take place the last week in June.
A survey of the situation in North !
Oxford finds the party leaders not
expecting an election so soon, as most
of whom were building on an Octo-
ber struggle. George I°. Mahon, sec-
retary of the reform association said
that while the party had not expected
a June election they were ready for
the campaign. The Liberals will have
a candidate and the executive will be
called right away to arrange for a
convention.

In U. F. O. circles the announce-
ment was also a surprise. However,
the U, F. O. organization, it is known,
has been working quietly for some
time past preparing for the election.

In Conservative circles the feeling
is unanimous that there be a candi-
date and W. S. West, sec otary of
the North Oxford Conservative Asso-
ciation, stated that the executive will
meet soon to name a date for a con-
vention to decide on a candidata

In connection with the question of
andidates it is a certainty that the
present member, D. M. Ross, U. F.
O., will again seek the convention.

It is also stated that it is altogether
ikely that he will have opposition in
he convention. The name of Mrs.
J. S. Amos, prominent in the work-
ngs of the U. F. O. and vice presi-
dent of the provincial U. F. 0., is

entioned as a probable aspirant for
he candidature.

John Scott, leader of the lccal labor
party, was asked today in regard to
the attitude of the party. He stated
there was no possibility of the labor
men supporting the U. F. O.

“It would be impossible to get ten
men to stick together behind a U. F.
O. candidate,” said Mr. Scott.

TYPHOID TAKES TOLL
O 341IN COCHRANE

Half of Town's Population
Are Affected By Fever
Epidemic.

Canadian Press Despatch.

Cochrane, April 13.—Five deaths
occurred Thur_'sduy_ bringing the total
of typhoid fever victims to about 34
A number of patients, including
Charles Mulligan, master bridge
builder of the T. and N. O. aRilway,
are reported to be extremely low and
may not survive the night. The total
cases reported since the epidemic
began have now reached 730, about
half the town’s population, but the
number of new cases is on the de-
cline. Three days ago 23 new cases
developed from setondary infection,
while today only seven were reported.

The people of Cochrane feel that
assistance should be given the town
fo bear the cost of the epidemic, as in
bhe case of the great fire. In a state-
Jnent to the Canadian Press tonight
Mayor Russell estimated that the
total cost of the epidemic will reach
$35,000 or $40,000. Unless aid is re-
reived frem the government, this will
have to be defrayed by the issue of
debentures in order to spremd the
burden over a long term of years.
Mayor Russell stated emphatically
that rumors that the town had been
warned were absolutely false,

The ground to be first
covered is Quebec and Ontario, and

ritory it had won subsequent to 1911.
He said the monarch superseded his

prerogative when, without consult-
ing the government, he ordered Gen-
eral Silvestre on the disastrous ex-
pedition. The deputy was released
when he said he could prove his
statement with a letter in the king's
handwriting.

According to official statistics 22
persons have been killed and more
than 30 wounded by gunmen in the
streets of Barcelona during the last
two weeks.

SUPPLY MAY RUN
100,000,000 TONS

Discoverer of Western Fuel
Supply Gives Committee
Information.

QUALITY IS GOOD

Joseph Errington Estimates Cost
In Ontario At $16
Per Ton.

Canadian Press Despatch.

Ottawa, April 13—"“You would need
several adding machines to estimate
the amount of anthracite in the hard
coal areas of Alberta,” Joseph Er-
rington, discoverer of the Alberta
fields, told the Commons committee
on Canada’s fuel supply Yyesterday af-
ternoon. The Hoppe fleld, he said, was
from 35 miles long north and south,
and 30 miles east and west. Reply-
ing to E. J. Garland, Bow River, he
agreed that the coal might run 100,-
000,000 tons, but it would be foolish,
in his opinion to attempt to estimate
the amount. In these coal areas, Can-
ada possessed a tremendous national
asset, and could, with proper devel-
opments, secure a monopoly of the
western trade and also invade the
western United States markets.

Coal in the Alberta hard coal area
was equal to any mined anywhere in
the world. There was also a great
deal of coal which was suitable for
coking. Transportation, however, was
the great problem. Given rajilway
lines ard low freight rates, aimost

any tonnage of coal desired could be
mined.

He estimated that coal from the
anthracite areas could be placed in
Toronto at about $16 or $17 a ton.
There would be additional charges
for retailing. The coal was superior
to Pennsylvania anthracite now be-
ing delivered to Canadian points.

Mining conditions in the Alberta
fleld were superior to those in the
Pennsylvania field and the coal itself
was clean and did not deteriorate.
The public would not need further
education in using Alberta coal. If
the field was developed it would also
provide a profitable tonnage fer the
Canadian National Railways.

PLEAD FOR CHILDREN
AT PENSIONS INQUIRY

Soldiers’ Aid Society' Presents
Report on Child Welfare
Work.

Canadian Press Despatch.

Toronto, April 13.—A strong plea
that children should not be made to
suffer through the shortcomings of
their parents, an argument that
children should not be deprived of
benefits resulting from an income by
the cutting of that income, and a re-
minder that if the children them-
selves do wrong they can be pun-
ished in juvenile court, were put be-
fore the pension committee of inquiry
yesterday by J. Warwick, present-
ing the report on child welfare work
of the Soldiers’ Aid Society as rea-
sons why the society should be allow-
ed to take over the administration
of certain pensions. Mr. Warwick
said that the aim of all should be
not to cast off all those who have
erred, but to try and re-establish
them. He pointed out that _ little
childron were often the innocent sur-
ferers.

“It might be well,” said Mr. War-
wick, “to bear in mind that to a
certain class of man the widow ap-
pears easy prey. She has no rela-
tives to give her good advice, a hasty
marriage reults, the gratuity of $720
being the real attraction to the man.

“‘After a few months it is found that
the man is not what he represented
himself to be, and the woman finds she
has been the victim of a cruel decep-
tion. There must be many such cases,
and I suggest that your commission,
before closing its deliberations, requests
the board of pension commissioners to
furnish full information as to the num-
ber of widows after remarriage who
have been restored to pension because
of the second marriage being a bigamous
cne, and consider from the information
whether or not it is sufficient to war-
rant a change in the present regula-
tions. In my opinton the amount of
gratuity considered payable to a widow
at the time of her remarriage should be
split into twelve monthly payments, and
paid during the year following the
second marriage.”’

| ; Chavignaud, French Artist,
MLBERTAS COAL Displays Work In London

Declares Modern Tendency Toward Commercial Art In Canada

An artist learned in the technique
of landscape painting, and familiar
with every phase of art both histori-
cal and scientific, is George Chavig-
naud, the versatile Frenchman, whose
exhibit of water-colors await the
inspection of Londoners at John A.
Nash's jewelry store all this and next
week. )

Chavignaud, whose 82 years in this
country have been interspersed with

trips to all the picturesque spots of
Europe, .has flavored his 26 paintings
showing in this city with a variety of
interpretations. But the underlylng
motif of his work is the same. It is
a tonality, the quality of mellowness
that distinguishes and at the same
time typifies each one.

Mr. Chavignaud, speaking with The
Advertiser, was somewhat pessimistic
with regard to the future of Canadian
art. The modern tendency . toward
commercial art was, in his opinion,
destroying individuality. Futuriqm.
post-impressionism ané@ cubistic in-
clinations were not reaping good re-
sults for the reason that so many
embryo painters were anxious to be
recognized as belonging to one or all
of these schools without the ability
or the experience which justifies rec-
ognition.

“Ambitious young artists nowada.ys
are ever delving into the intricacies
and technicalities without attempting
to learn the fundamentals,” he said.
“Art, after all, is the ability to copy
nature. It is a primeval thing and
the more frills and erudition attached
to it, the less accaptable it becomes.
Poster advertising is drawing the
country’s younger painters to its
shores. America has become more
proficient in this line of art than any
other nation. But it is commercial

art, and as such cannot hope to leave
a permanent impression.” .

Mr. Chavignaud was a pupil of
Verheyden. He was intimately ac-
quainted with Yacob Smets, the Ger-
man painter, Victoir Gilsoul and
many others. Years ago he won &
scholarship at Brussels academy and
has been acceptad into the salons of
Paris and Antwerp. Perhaps the
greatest honor ever accorded him was
being made a member of the Royal
Belge Society of Water-Colors. For
years he conducted the art school of
Halifax, and several of his paintings
now hang in the national gallery at
Ottawa,

Chavignaud’'s favorite mastar is
Velasquez. He believed St. Thomas
Smith, the Canadian artist, to be
possessed of rare talent. The frequent
lack of public appreciation of grgat
artists was illustrated in Mr. Chavig-
naud's admiseion that he had never
heard of Paul Peel until his pictures
had become famous long after his
death.

Mr. Chavignaud’'s canvases are
all pervaded with a peaceful, quiet
sentiment. In some there is a note
of sadness that so frequently charac-
terizes the studies of peasant life.
They are little poems in_  paint in
which the quietude of rustic scenes
are suggested with sure, deft touches
of color.

Temperament is, perhaps, a greater
influence with the landscape painter
than the portrait or figure painter.
Nature presents herself in so many
aspects that she can appeal to an
infinite variety of temperaments and
provide somethirg satisfying in each.

OVER LOST MAIL
15 NEW SCHEME

Dominion Postal Authorities
Will Move To Facilitate
Tracing of Lost Mail.

U.S. TO CO-OPERATE

Officials at Points of Origin and
Destination of Letter, Will
Be Responsible.

The Dominion postal authorities, in
co-operation with the United States!
postoffice department, will inaugurate/|
on April 15 a scheme that will greatly
facilitate the' tracing of registered
and other mail matter that has be-
come lost in being dispatched be-
tween the two countries,

D, J. McLean, postal superintend-
ent for the London district, has re-
cefved full details of the new scheme,
and he explained that under the plan,
in the case of a registered letter
being lost on its way from Canada,
to the United States, the postal offi-
cials at the point of origin and the
officials at the point of destination
will communicate directly with each
other instead of working through the_
head offices of the departments at
Washington or Ottawa,

“Under the old system,” the inspec-
tor explained, “if a letter was lost in
transit from Windsor to Detroit, the
regulations required that the Windsor

officials notify the postoffice inspec-
tor in charge, who would, in turn,
notify the department at Ottawa,
The inquiry would go to Washington,
then to the Detroit postoffice, back to
Washington, then to Ottawa, and on
to the postoffice inspector and the
postal authorities in Windsor.

“This system was so complicated that
In many cases it would take two months
to make any headway at all in tracing
the lost mail.

“Under the new procedure,” Mr. Mc-
Lean asserted, ‘‘the inquiry will pass
through the hands of only the postoffica
inspector, the postmaster of the office of
origin, and the postmaster of thé office
¢f destination.”
