“It's harder now than ever to carry on amateur sport," said a 
member of the Southern Counties baseball league executive the other 
night during the course of a speech that was intended to pour oil on 
waters that were slightly ruffled on the surface and in which a lot of 
soiled linen might have been swished, had the trend of the discussion 
been allowed to take its course.

To anyone familiar with the maze of complications which beset 
amateurism in all branches of sport, the speaker wasn’t exploding a 
new theory or telling a secret..

For whatever may be wrong with sport as it is played and admin- 
istered these days, the public itself is wholly responsible. Time was 
when the home town spirit predominated. The home town fans hated 
to lose, but were philosophical enough to know that the players were 
doing their best. Home team loyalty was very partisan, but very blind 
also, to crudities of performance.

Then the public taste began to develop. In the larger places, fans 
adopted the attitude that they wanted the best, and they didn t particu­
larly care how it was procured. Sport began to take on the same hue 
as any other amusement. The fans still want a winner want it more 
than anything else—but- there is an increasing number of fans who 
demand a certain standard of performance, no matter what the result, 
to the home team. They become harshly critical if the officials behind 
clubs do not meet this demand. They express it in empty pews at arenas 
and empty bleacher seats at baseball fields.

As soon as the average fan has paid his admission at the gate he 
adopts a Missourian attitude, and he's not a whit interested in whether 
he's getting his sport on a cost basis or where the profits go. What 
ho wants is his money’s worth.

Toronto. Marell 15.—The Canadian 
association of amateur oarsmen at its 
meeting here Saturday decided it. was 
too late in the year to make the change 
in its annual regatta at St. Catharines 
as proposed in a letter received from 
Henry Penn Burke, managing director 
of the Pennsylvania A. C. of Philadel­
phia. The letter suggested that the 
Canadian Henley and the U. S. national 
regatta be held jointly for the next 
two years. While the meeting yester- 
day took the view that the association's 
commitments at St. Catharines were 
such that it would not be possible to 
arrange for such a joint regatta this 
year, the officers and club représenta- 
times looked with favor upon the pro­
posal and think negotiations can be 
carried out during the summer which 
will insure a joint regatta in Canada in 
1926, and a return one in U. S. waters 
in 1927. It is expected that there will 
be many United States oarsmen at the 
Henley regatta and many Canadians at 
the national regatta across the line, so 
ample opportunity will be given to con­
clude arrangements.
