Toronto, Oct. 18. — Argos were 
under the impression that United 
States football was just about the 
roughest sport in the world. They 
gained this opinion through some 
strenuous "knock-em-dead” line- 
ups, and they looked forward with 
feelings of dismay to the coming 
game against the U. S. Third Army 
team at the Yankee Stadium on 
November 3. Imagine their sur­
prise then when yesterday they re­
ceived .word from Harold Cotton, 
former Argo player, and now with 
the Bellefonte Academy team, that 
United States football is not any 
more strenuous than Canadian. Cot­
ton says that the Bellefonte team 
did not play last Saturday, but that 
they will be in action on Friday. 
Lionel Conacher will start as a 
regular, and Cotton as a substitute. 
Conacher has not made as much 
headway as expected, but is grad­
ually forging to the front

In a recent practice Cotton caught 
the ball, and when about to he 
tackled after making a 20-yard gain 
he passed to Conacher, who raced 30 
more. This lateral pass, practically 
unknown in United States football, 
surprised the coaches. Later Cotton 
bluffed a pass, completely outguessed 
the tacklers, and went 40 yards be­
fore being brought down. It will 
thus be seen that Canadian tactics 
will get results, and Argos will try 
them against the strong Third Army 
team, where they will get a better 
test than in U. S. preparatory school 
football.

Chicago, Oct. 17.—William ("Kid") 

Gleason, the fiery manager of the 
Chicago White Sox since 1919, resigned 
today, making the fourth managerial 
position to be filled in the American 
League before the opening of the 1924 
season.

The 58-year-old pilot, with a record 
of 37 years in baseball, resigned, he 
said, because he was discouraged with 
his attempts to reconstruct the club, 
wrecked with the exposure of the 
world’s series scandal with Cincinnati 
in 1919. He set about to rebuild the 
club when the players who participated 
in the alleged frame-up were dropped, 
but in the three seasons that have 
passed, Gleason's fighting spirit alone 
carried him through, as he had little 
success in the development of a new 
team.

"I’ve given the best that’s in me, and 
the boys did the best they knew how.” 
Gleason said tonight. "But we didn’t 
seem to be able to get anywhere. A 
change often works wonders, so I de­
cided to step out and give somebody 
else a chance."

There has been no hint from Presi­
dent Comiskey of the White Sox as to 
Gleason’s successor. Gleason has been 
with the White Sox for eleven years in 
the capacity of coach and manager.

Gleason, a student of the old school, 
learned baseball while a member of the 
famous Baltimore Orioles.

The resignation of Gleason leaves 
Chicago. Boston, Washington and pos­
sibly St. Louis without managers for 
next season. In baseball circles It is 
believed that Gleason will be back in 
the American League next year as 
leader of one of these clubs.

the Fordham Flash, born and bred in 
New York, "came out of the world 
series one of the greatest .if not the 
greatest, present day all-around players 
of the game,” according to John A. 
Heydler, president of the National 
League, in an "after the battle" state­
ment yesterday.

The league head also remarked that 
baseball is now more than ever the 
popular sport of the nation, and that 
it has lived down the untoward Incidents 
of a few years ago. John J. McGraw 
also came in tor some complimentary 
remarks. The Giants’ leader came out 
of the series a bigger man than ever 
before, said Heydler, and his sports­
manship was splendid.

In placing Frisch on a pedestfal, 
Heydler concurred in the opinion ex­
pressed by many sport writers that al­
though playing on the losing team. 
Frisch was the real sensation of the 
series. His consistent hitting, daring 
base-running, and sensationally flawless 
fielding, drew forth the praise of the 
National League president.

London. Oct. 17.—Jack Bloomfield and 

Frank Goddard this evening signed ar­
ticles to meet in a twenty-round match 
at Albert Hall on Nov. 21 for the British 
heavyweight championship title, made 
vacant by the retirement of Joe Beckett, 
following his sensational defeat at 
Olympic on Oct. 3. When he was knocked 
out by Georges Carpentier, the French 
light heavyweight, in the first round of 
their encounter.

Bloomfield and Goddard were to have 
met at Olympic in a match supporting 
the Beckett-Carpentier bout, but their 
match was postponed at the last mo­
ment until Oct. 31. Tonights announce­
ment sets back their match by three weeks.

Goddard is a former holder of the 
Lonsdale belt, which he won by defeat­
ing Jack Curphey in ten rounds on 
May 26, 1919. He is training at Ux­
bridge, and is displaying great form, 
and. now that Beckett has retired, 
stands out with increased prominence 
among English heavyweights. Bloom­
field. light heavyweight champion of 
England, won the Lonsdale belt on May 
1 of last year, defeating Harold Drake 
in nine rounds. In 1921 he was defeated 
by Kid Lewis in a twenty-round match 
for the middleweight championship.

Bloomfield was born in London in 1898 
and is 6 feet 1 inch tall and weighs 175 
pounds; Goddard, who was born at 
Great Wenham in 1893. Is also 6 feet 1 
inch in height, bet weighs 186 pounds.
